In today's context, computers are an essential tool in architecture and planning
education. The Computer Centre at SPA Bhopal is a state of the art facility with more than 40
terminals, each of them equipped with a wide range of architectural, planning and other
miscellaneous software.

The Computer Center manages overall computer network of SPA Bhopal which
includes individual faculty/staff terminals, institute labs, library etc. Owing to our highly
qualified computer administrators, technology support is always available to faculty, staff and
students on one-to-one basis as well as in the form of occasionally organized training
sessions on general computer literacy and internet browsing.

GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEM (GIS) LABORATORY

Remote Sensing (RS) and Geographical Information System (GIS) technologies have
become an inevitable part of physical planning and its related fields. These technologies have
emerged as powerful tools with a potential to handle complex spatial environment by catering
to the growing demands of the modern world. These increased demands call for a coordinated
application of RS and GIS for a sustainable development and management of urban areas.

RS and GIS are a part of the syllabus both for the students of Planning and Architecture. As a
part of the course contents, the students are required to learn various related aspects of the
subject such as software with hands-on practice to undertake academic projects. Considering
the increased importance of the discipline of remote sensing and GIS technologies in
planning, a state of the art GIS laboratory was developed in July 2010 in School of Planning
and Architecture, Bhopal, to cater to the academic needs of the students in this field. A
dedicated space of around 23.0 square meters is allocated for the GIS laboratory in the first
floor of the institute building.

The laboratory provides Remote Sensing, GIS, and 3D Modeling resources for the students of
the institute. It is useful for the students to prepare maps, analysis and query of
spatial/geographic data. The lab is equipped with high-end hardware, software and satellite
data.

The working environment for the students of Architecture demands ample space and an
excellent infrastructure. The institution is equipped with large studios with modern audio-
visual facilities which formulate the excellent working atmosphere for the students. With the
increased batches of Masters and Bachelors, Architecture and Planning students there was a
demand for more number of studios. This demand has been fulfilled with elegantly designed
spacious studios adjacent to the Sports Complex Building creating a very conducive
atmosphere for the learning of architecture and planning.

LIBRARY

Library, SPA Bhopal serves as a creative and innovative partner to support the teaching,
learning and research activities of the institute. This is one of the vital organs of the institute to
meet the mission of academic excellence. It also acts as an indispensable unit of the institute
to bring an innovative and dynamic educational change in partnership with the institute's
faculty, student and staff.

Library houses quite a good number of print and electronic resources in the field of
Architecture and Planning. The books are classified and arranged according to Dewey
Decimal Classification (DDC) Scheme i.e. subject wise for easy and quick access. Open
access system has been adopted to ensure more freedom to the library user and reduce the
gap between the user and collection. Experienced, cooperative and professionally trained
library staffs are employed for systematic arrangement of the library documents as well as to
maximize their usage.
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Library Collection

Books and Micro Documents- The library has a total collection of around 5500 books which
covers different sub-areas of Architecture and Planning like architectural structure, history of
architecture, public structures, religious & residential buildings, building construction,
structural engineering, landscape architecture, interior design & decoration, decorative arts,
urban & regional planning, construction management, economics, sustainable development,
drawings, paintings, classics, etc.

The collection includes textbooks, reference books, CD-ROMs, etc and new books are being
added regularly.

Journals- Library subscribes 152 journals (both national and international) out of which 86
journals have full-text online access. Besides, the current journals the library has around 250
bound volumes also. Procurement of journal archives of the highly used journals is under
process.

Online Databases- Three subject databases i.e. Avery Index to Architectural Periodicals,
Design and Applied Art Index and indiastat.comis being subscribed by the library.
Institutional Repository- This is an online locus for collecting, preserving, and disseminating
the intellectual output of the institute. It includes digital versions of theses and dissertations,
special lecture series, SPANDREL articles, etc.

INSTITUTE WORKS DEPARTMENT (IWD)

The Institute Works Department of SPA Bhopal was established in august, 2009 for carrying
out development activities for the proposed as well as present campus of SPABhopal. Ar. Ajay
Kumar Vinodia, Reader, Department of Architecture is heading the responsibilities as
'Institute Architect'. Presently, seven persons are working very hard for the development of
proposed campus under able guidance of our Director Dr. Ajay Khare and other senior faculty
members.

Major development activities of SPABhopal

Land allotment for proposed campus
The state government of MP has allotted 30.21Hc land at Bhopal bypass road, village Bhauri,
Bhopal. The land has been acquired and secured by constructing a boundary wall.

Master plan of SPA Bhopal

Master Plan for the proposed campus of SPA Bhopal has been prepared by our Institute
Works Department (IWD) and also got approved by TCPO Bhopal. The campus has been
planned with integrated approach to create conducive educational environment with nearly
100% on-campus residential facilities for students, faculty and administrative staff. This will
also have all major campus facilities and amenities with state of the art vision.

Development of internal road network

The site allotted for proposed campus of SPA Bhopal had great challenge of 2-3 m high filled-
up soil over its entire footprint. Accessibility within the site was considered as first challenge to
begin with and we initiated construction of internal road network through our Institute Works
Department. Today we have constructed almost all internal road networks with WBM finish
including culverts and retaining walls etc. This development has provided vehicular
accessibilities to every corner of the site.

Development of Boys hostel

The Boys Hostel for the proposed campus of SPA Bhopal has been designed by the Institute
Architect, IWD, SPA Bhopal. Conceptually, rooms are arranged around an open court. The
doubly loaded corridors have been planned without compromising light, ventilation and visual
connectivity. This 162 room hostel will accommodate 320 students with twin share basis. The
hostel rooms are planned around large open courtyard with balcony attached to each room.
This also has dining facilities and common areas for indoor games, laundry facilities, leisure
activities, parking sheds, etc. Lift and ramps are introduced to achieve barrier free design. We
have started execution of this building through National Building Construction Company
(NBCC) New Delhi. The project is costing around 14 crores and will be completed within 15
months.
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Development of Girls Hostel

The Girls Hostel for the proposed campus of SPA Bhopal has been designed by the Institute
Architect, IWD, SPA Bhopal. Conceptually rooms are arranged around open court. The
doubly loaded corridors have been planned without compromising light, ventilation and visual
connectivity. This 136 Room hostel willaccommodate 272 students with twin share basis. The
hostel rooms are planned around large open courtyard with balcony attached to each room.
This also has dining facilities and common areas for indoor games, laundry facilities, leisure
activities, parking sheds, etc. Separate rooms for visitors, caretakers, warden, resident
doctor, sickroom etc. also provided within the building. Lift and ramps are introduced to
achieve barrier free design. The execution of this building will be started soon.

Site office and Group-B Staff residences

The Institute Works Department of SPA Bhopal has also constructed small site office building
to monitor day to day development activities at the proposed campus. This building was
inaugurated by Prof. Adam Hardy and now IWD is operating form this building. The building is
designed as staff housing for Group-B residences and upper floors of this building are under
construction.

Main Academic Complex

The Institute Works Department of SPA Bhopal conducted a National Design Competition for
selection of consultant for design of its main Academic Complex Building. Many leading
architectural firms participated in this two stage design competition in which Chelsea West
Architect, New Delhi was selected for design of our main Academic Complex. This 24000
SQM building will accommodate all academic programmes at UG, PG and PhD level. The
execution of this building will be started soon by CPWD.

TRAININGAND PLACEMENT CELL

The School has a formal Training and Placement Cell, consisting of the Faculty, office staff
and student representatives of final years of all bachelors and masters programmes.

This Cell coordinates the training and placement opportunities of students by liasoning with
various organizations including consultancy firms, corporate houses, architects and
planners, research organizations, NGOs, Government Departments, to name a few. A
Placement Brochure of the graduating students is available for circulation in industry.

Students have undertaken summer training successfully at various prestigious organizations.
Campus interviews for the first batch of graduating students are being conducted on campus.
The Cell also conducts workshops and training programmes for personality development,
skill development and invites industry personnel for interacting with the students.

National Student Design Competition-ll- 'Synergies between Nature and Buildings for
Ecotourism’

The NSDC on architecture for ecotourism, 'synergies between nature and buildings for
ecotourism' was launched on 17" November at the Indira Gandhi Rashtriya Manav
Sangrahalaya (IGRMS) by the Hon'ble Forest Minister, M.P. Govt., Mr. Sartaj Singh. The
competition was sponsored by the MP Ecotourism Development Board. Invitations were sent
to about 75 architecture colleges in India and 64 entries were received. The entries were
evaluated in two sessions on the 21* and 22" February 2012, by a panel of 5 members. The
entries were ranked on the basis of the total aggregate marks given by the panel members.

International Workshop on Sustainable Futures

A one day Workshop Sustainable Futures- Vision for Bhopal, was organized on 24
September 2011, in collaboration with Maulana Azad National Institute of Technology
(Bhopal, India), National Institute for Environmental Studies (Tsukuba, Japan), Kyoto
University (Kyoto, Japan), Mizuho Information and Research Institute (Tokyo, Japan), United
Nations University (Tokyo, Japan) and Asia Pacific Network for Global Change Research
(Japan).

This workshop consisted of two technical sessions. The first session was a half day
Dissemination Workshop on Low Carbon Society Scenarios. The second technical session
was on Sound Material Cycle Society. During the workshop, researchers from all the
participating institutes shared their experiences of various cities and interacted with
policymakers.

Developing LCS studies at city level gives a platform where researchers interact with
stakeholders and policymakers to integrate their knowledge and build relevant scenarios for
transition towards a low carbon society. In pursuit of environment friendly development, many
cities in various parts of the world have attempted to design and implement climate change
mitigation and adaptation strategies. Developing Low Carbon Cities is a step in that direction.
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The LCS roadmaps for cities will help in integration of development activities, prioritize
investments in urban infrastructure, and provide incentives for use of innovative technologies
to improve efficiency. Anotherimportant contribution will be to promote behavioral and lifestyle
changes in cities. The first session of the workshop was for Dissemination of information
related to Low Carbon Society Scenarios. A report entitled 'Low Carbon Society Scenario -
Bhopal 2035' was released on this occasion. The report envisions Bhopal as a Low Carbon
Society in the target year of 2035 and proposes seven actions that need to be taken to realize
this vision.

The second half of the day was devoted to a technical session on Sound Material Cycle
Society. This multi-country research aims to review urban expansion and economic growth
analysis of life-styles to ascertain changing material flows in domestic and industrial sectors
as well as prevailing reuse and recycle practices which may be considered as precursor to the
ideas of establishing Sound Material Cycle Society. This session also marked the beginning of
a project on 'Advancing Locally Based Green Practices to Realize Establishment of
Sound Material Cycle Society in Asian Cities' in collaboration with the United Nations
University, Tokyo, Japan.

The technical session was followed by a panel discussion. The eminent panelists included
Prof E.F.N. Ribeiro, Prof. Amit Garg, Prof. S. A. Deshpande and Prof Manmohan Kapshe from
India, Prof. Tran Huu Tuan from Vietnam, Dr. Junichi Fujino and Dr. Akhilesh Surjan from
Japan.

The workshop was successful in bringing together people from government organizations
and researchers from different parts of the world on the same forum for the discussion on
sustainable futures.

Short Term (Five-Day) Training Programme on 'Remote Sensing and GIS Applications
in Planning for Faculty and Professionals, 20-24 June 2011

EDUCATIONAL TOURS AS ON 31.3.2012

STUDY TOUR TO SOUTH INDIA: Study of Temple Streets

The IV Yr Students (67 students) were taken on a study tour to south India, covering Auroville-
Pondicherry, Trichy, Srirangam, Madurai and Kanyakumari. The students studied the temple
streets in these respective temple towns which formed the basis of the design studio in the
next semester. The students were accompanied by three assistant professors (Dr. Ram
Sateesh, Ar. Sonal Tiwari and Ar. Karna Sengupta) to supervise and help with the
documentation and analytic work on the study tour.

The VIII semester's Design Studio requires documentation, analysis and ending an
intervention on an urban level. The studio has been integrated with the study trip and students
in groups of 8 people are required to document and analyze 8 specific sites (streets with one
plot depth, certain precincts) in various cities during the trip. The documentation-observation
will be comprehensive and contextual which will consider the built form, the social, political
and economic aspects. The first stage involves collecting a wide range of data of different
nature and modes enabling to comprehend and understand the study area. The way you
collect and record data will be part of the process requiring sketching, photography, mapping,
diagramming and sometimes detailed documentation and surveying.

STUDIO EXERCISE ON NCRPLAN FOR THIMPHU

A joint studio exercise of Master of Planning (third semester) and Bachelor of Planning
(seventh semester) on Regional Plan was conducted in July-December, 2011. The studio
exercise was on preparation of National Capital Regional (NCR) Plan for Thimphu, Bhutan. A
field survey was done in May-June, 2011 by the students accompanied by three faculty
members, Dr. Manmohan Kapshe, Prof. Sheuli Mitra and Prof. Ashfaque Alam. During the
field visit a series of discussion were held with the officials of the Royal Government of Bhutan.
The main objectives of this studio exercise were to: i) make understandable the contextual
and conceptual framework of regional plan in hilly area, ii) use of GIS technology in analysis of
data finding of planning perspectives, and iii) preparation of capital area regional plan for
Thimphu. Finally the objectives were achieved and NCR plan prepared in the context of the
country and main economic nodes in and around Thimphu.

STUDY TOURTO RAJASTHAN

A Study tour conducted cities of Rajasthan with the students of B.Planning 2™ Year and 3"
Year from 9" December, 2011 to 19" December, 2011 for understanding and enriching
knowledge related with urban and rural planning components. This study tour was
coordinated by Prof. Amit Chatterjee, Assistant Professor, Planning Department and Prof.
Garima srivastava, Assistant Professor, Planning Department. Prof. Kshama Puntambekar,
Assistant Professor, Planning Department and Prof. Govind. M.P. Assistant Professor,
Planning Department were also accompanied with the students along with coordinators.
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In this study tour students visited cities of Rajasthan including Jaipur, Mount Abu, Jodhpur,
Jaisalmer and Pushkar for understands of planning components i.e. land use planning,
transportation planning, urban design etc. Three detailed study conducted as part of this study
tour for enhancing student's knowledge as mentioned below;0ld City of Jaipur

Jaisalmer Fort
Sam Village of Jaisalmer

Students prepared onsite sketches and also conducted primary survey with various stake
holders. Expert lectures were also conducted on site as part of this study tour. Students were
distributed in various study groups for understanding of various planning aspects.

STUDY TOURTO GWALIOR

This Studio aims at creating a systematic view of the city. This studio focuses on organization
of various urban actors in a city, e.g. people, groups, society, authorities. It stresses on
evolutionary process of creation of networks within city of both physical and non-physical
nature. At the end of the studio students shall be equipped to understand kind of complexities
to be addressed in city level intervention urban design projects.

The first stage involves finding out a model of Gwalior City, a city model enables a designer to
construct an understanding of the city and its component elements, facilitating design
decisions. It orients urban actors in complex situation and at multiple scales.

The stags of the studio are designed to give systematic overview of the networks of the 'urban'
ultimately ending into finding intervention areas.

Based on the introduction given above, the first step is to understand the components and
layers of the city. The first part of the studio is identifying the systems prevalent in Gwalior and
second partis to understand how networking is happening between those systems.

STUDY TOURTO INDORE

M.Plan first semester students reviewed Indore master plan 2011 as their initial exercise in
studio. A study tour was conducted for two days to Indore. Students visited the city to observe
the implementation of master plan and critically analyze the master plan implementation
process. The outcome of visit was presented as studio exercise.

TEMPLE STUDY TOURAT UDAYESHWARA

Students of 2™ year, B. Arch, visited 'Neelkantheshwar Temple at Udayeshwara, Ganj
Basoda, Vidisha Ditrict (M.P.) on 28" Jan. 2012. The temple is one of the finest example of
'Parmara Dynasty" The style of temple is Bhumija which comes under Nagara style of temple
architecture.

Prof. Adam Hardy from Welsh School of Architecture, Cardiff University also visited with us.
He explained the details of various parts and the concept of evolution of the temple. All the
students have shown the interest to understand the temple architecture.
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Around 60 nos. of students visited this temple under the guidance of Prof. Vishakha
Kawathekar and Ar. Devarshi Chaurasia, Co-ordinator, History of Architecture, 2™ year B.
Arch.

STUDY TOURTO ORISSA

A tour to Orissa was organised for 2™ B. Arch. Students from 12" to 22™ Dec. 2011. Total 70
students and 3 faculty members visited Orissa; the tour was mainly focused on study of
various temples like Konark Sun temple, Lingaraj temple Puri, Mukteshwar temple
Bhubneshwar etc. and many more.

The students visited two villages, namely Naupatana the textile village and Rghurajpur craft
village, to capture the various details of village planning, vernacular style of architecture and
the function based living style which afreets the housing style, space planning and
construction details. Students documented the houses in a group in both the villages. They
also documented the overall village planning.

During the tour, SPA Bhopal arranged the three expert lectures delivered by various experts,
faculties and professional architects from various institutes like Kil'i'S, Pillo Mody College of
Architecture and CET Bhubneshwar. We have also visited a five star resort Myfair at
Bhubneshwar, Barabati Cricket Stadium at Cuttack, ASI Museum at Konark and Bubneshwar.
On the last day we visited ChilikaLake and Ecological Museum to understand the lagoon
ecology.

VISITS OF STUDENTS OF QUEENS UNIVERSITY, BELFAST

In realization of a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) signed by School of Planning and
Architecture Bhopal and Queen's University Belfast, six students from Queens University
came to SPA Bhopal for exchange programme during August-September 2011 for the period
of five weeks. The visiting group of students included four Master course students and two
students of doctoral and post-doctoral courses each.

The topics of research and dissertations included wide ranging subjects within Indian
architecture and urbanization. Mark Breslin studied the In-between realm of Indian
architecture, Anne Dautel took house as an case study to understand the urban life struggle
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faced by Indians, Jamie Doak did a critical assessment of the context of Bhopal in relation to
other key Indian cities in order to ascertain architecture's role in its enhancement whereas
Laura O'Gorman took 'peripheries' as study topic to compare the peripheral conditions of the
built language of two contrasting settlement patterns occurring in the Indian landscape; a
traditional Hindi settlement and an early colonial settlement, Andrew Grounds looked at the
concept of Neoliberal Urbanization in India with the case of Bhopal and post-doctoral student,
Joanne Jordan further continued her research on building resilience to climate change
through Exchange and Reciprocity in Bhopal. Based on their expertise, faculties at SPA
Bhopal from both planning and architecture department acted as their tutors for guidance.

School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal provided all the academic support apart from
other logistical support. Over the period of five weeks, students took active part in daily
academic affairs at SPABhopal. Most of the visiting students spent time with the post graduate
students of urban planning and urban design and also participated in various subject lectures
and seminars together with SPA Bhopal students. Belfast university students also visited
various places in and around Bhopal as required by their respective research subjects. Library
at SPABhopal also provided the relevant reference material needed for their research.

The exchange programme culminated with all the six students presenting their academic
experiences which included case studies, design demonstrations on actual site in Bhopal.
This visiting student programme brought both QUB and SPA Bhopal students on a platform to
exchange various ideas and to also develop mutual understanding between two different
cultures of India and Ireland.
