School of Planning and Architecture-Bhopal (SPAB) is one of the leading
Institutions of National Importance and Ranked as the 6th National Ranking
by MHRD among the Architecture Framework. Bringing excellent research,
consultancy and Teaching together with collaborative educational research
and innovation, School of Planning and Architecture-Bhopal has positioned
itself both within India and among the leading institutions in architecture and
planning in Europe.

It is a great pleasure to serve as the Director of SPAB along with its committed Faculty and Staff to trusting
on SPAB by the students to serve them from across India. SPAB has started on its Academic Block
construction that can accommodate all the Bachelor courses along with theory and studio classes.

Resources of the Institute

Library

The institute library, one of the vital organs of
the institute, serves as a creative and innovative
partner to support the teaching, learning and
research activities of the institute. Its main
objective is to meet the rising expectations of
the student community by  providing
unparalleled services that advance the institute’s
mission to create new knowledge and to further
the academic excellence. It also acts as an
indispensable unit of the institute to bring an
innovative and dynamic educational change in
partnership with the institute's faculty, student
and staff.

Library has a rich collection of print and
electronic resources in the field of Architecture
and Planning besides literature, history,
geography and general studies in the form of
textbooks, reference books, reports, conference
proceedings, CD-ROM:s, etc., journals,
dissertations and online databases. The library is
maintained by experienced, cooperative and
professionally trained library staffs. Open access

system has been adopted to ensure more
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freedom to the users and reduce the gap
between the user and the collection. The
libraryhas around 890 users which include
students, research scholars, faculty and staff.

Books: Institute library has a total collection of
around 11100 books (9774 titles) which covers
different sub-areas of Architecture (6925 books)
and Planning (4175 books) besides literature,
history, geography, research methodology,
general science and general studies. A total of
355 new books have been added to the library
repository during the period 2018-19.Journals and
Bound Volumes: Institute Library subscribes 98
journals (37 national and 61 international). It
includes 50 journals which can be accessed
online throughout the campus. Besides the
current journals, the library has around 1351
bound volumes of older editions of different
journals. Procurement of journal archives of the
highly used journals is under process.

Theses and Dissertations: Institute Library has 949
dissertations and theses, which includes B. Arch.
(4m), B. Plan. (172), M. Arch. (193), M. Plan. (161),
and PhD (5).

Centre for Cultural Knowledge System
(CCKS)

During, 2018-19, the Centre for Cultural
Knowledge System (CCKS) has undertaken few
challenging projects with many government
departments. The project for Madhya Pradesh
Tourism Department Corporation was on
providing detailed guidelines for adaptive reuse
of Heritage structures as Heritage Hotels.
Structures were documented and their heritage
value was evaluated for Baldeogarh fort-
Tikamgarh, Lunherakisarai-Dhar, Royal Hotel-
Jabalpur, Kyoti fort-Rewa, Vijayraghavgarh fort-
Katni, Sheopur fort-Sheopur and Narwar fort-
Shivpuri. Heritage Impact Assessment for
Madhya Pradesh Urban Development Company
Ltd was conducted for the proposed water
supply scheme for Mandav town. The report
addresses the concerns and proposes mitigation
measures to conserve the Heritage structures.

Databases: Institute Library subscribes two
international databases i.e. Avery Index to
Architectural Periodicals (Bibliographic) and
Proquest Dissertations and Theses (Full text)
besides two socio-economic databases i.e.
indiastat.com and districtsofindia.com. Institute
library is a member of E-Shodh Sindhu
Consortium (funded by MHRD) and enjoys
accessibility to Shodhganga. All these databases
have been renewed for the period 2018-19.

Anti Plagiarism Software: Library also subscribes
an anti-plagiarism software Turnitin Feedback
Studio to maintain the quality of in-house
research dissertations and theses and the same
has been renewed for the period 2018-19.Library
Automation and IT Applications:Library services
and housekeeping operations are automated
with the help of library management software.
Detail information about the library collections
and services are available on its webpage
(http://spabhopal.ac.in/library.aspx) and are
updated regularly. The library catalogue is
periodically updated on acquisition of books and
journals and is made available online throughout

the academic campus.
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The project titled ‘The Interpretation Centre at
Ashapuri Group of Temples’ in Raisen district of
Madhya Pradesh was to demonstrate the history
of the site, which probably was the birth place of
Bhumija style of temple evident in the ruins of
about 24 temples built during 9™ to
11"century.The cave shelters of early human at
Bhiwkund near Nagpur were surveyed and
subsequently documented. The documentation
of ruin mounds of 5™ century which is a fusion of
stupa and temple at Mansar in Ramtek,
Maharashtra was conducted under the project in
collaboration with British Museum, UK.

Centre for Geo-informatics (CGI)

A Short Term Training Program was conducted
on ‘Basic Application of GIS and Remote Sensing
in Planning and Architecture’ from 2™ to 6™ July,
2018. Twenty participants from across the
country participated in the training programme.
Participants included students, faculty and
professionals from Patna, Gwalior, Delhi,
Vijayawada and Bhopal.

The main objective of the training program was
to give the participants a basic idea of creation,
processing and analysis of geospatial data.
Through this program, participants not only
learnt about the concepts and applications in
GIS but also became aware of different open
source toolsthrough which they can make their
GIS analysis more efficient.

The training programme offered hands-on
training which enabled the participants learn the
commands and apply them in small project on
their respective area of interest

Centre for Human Centric Research (CHCR)

Center for Human Centric Research (CHCR), the
multidisciplinary centre of the institute, works in
consonance with the ethos of the Institute
Charter regarding Social Sustenance. The
objective of CHCR is to build a research based
body of knowledge derived from ethnographic,

qualitative and quantitative experimental

paradigms to support diverse human population
otherwise marginalized in the past design
practices. The centre practices 'equity by design'
to include vulnerable populations like persons
with disabilities, elderly, women and child
besides social and ethnic minorities. To attain its
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objective, the centre functions in four major
areas: (i) Identification of Research Priority Areas
and Networking; (ii) Education and Training; (jii)
Research and Design Development and (iv)
Dissemination. It has worked with UNESCO,
United Nations ESCAP, NID Ahmedabad, IIT
Kharagpur, UC Berkeley, Ministry of Social
Justice and Empowerment, Accessibility India
Campaign, National Health Mission, ASI, NIOH,
Arushi, DRONAH, Ability Unlimited, MMCF etc.
The bi - annual journal of the Institute,
SPANDREL, dedicated its Spring 2012 edition on
‘Social Sustenance: Equity by Design’. Other
publications include (i) Calendar of Universal
Design India Principles; (ii) four special issues on
CHCR activities by Design for All Institute of India
and (iii) a book titled 'Uniting Differences.' The
centre regularly organizes special lectures,
workshops,
competitions and awareness campaigns on
topical themes at national and international
level. The centre was conferred upon NCPEDP-
Universal Design Awards in 2012 and 2013

public  exhibitions,  student

The Department of Architecture aspires to
become a leader in imparting Architecture
Education in the country through innovative
pedagogical approaches and path breaking
research. The department seeks to produce a
body of responsible professionals who are
capable of addressing the present and future
needs of the society. The five-year curriculum
emphasizes on creativity, leadership, and
collaborative skills to ensure that the graduates
successfully contribute to the process of nation
building while working in a competitive global
environment.

This vision is translated into concrete actions
through various Design Studios, Workshops,
Special Lectures, and Seminars regularly being
organized by the Department of Architecture.

Architectural Design studios in the Bachelor of
Architecture programme constitute the core of
the five-year curriculum. Design exercises for
each semester represent an ascending level of
engagement in the process of gaining essential
design skills and knowledge. While the initial
stages strengthen the basic skills and
fundamental clarity, the later semesters expose
the students to the large scale architectural
projects and issues in urban India.On the lines of
the objectives of the curriculum, following is the
brief report of various studios conducted during
the academic year 2018-19.First yearstudents
were engaged indesigningsingle-story cottages

along the beautiful picnic spot of Kerwa Dam
with functional efficiency having aesthetic value.
Second yearstudents explored the plethora of
knowledge hidden in vernacular settlements of
India. A selected number of dwelling exhibits
were visited and documented at Indira Gandhi
Rashtriya Manav Sangrahalaya, Bhopal to
understand the traditional building processes,
climate response, symbolism, and the influence
of cultural, social factors on architecture. As an
outcome of the studio, students translated the
traditional  knowledge and  skills into
contemporary expressions through the design of
a house in urban settings. The Fourth semester
added new layers of building bye-laws, site

constraints and services, built and un-built
spaces, environmental factors through the
design of one or two-storied buildings with
repetitive  unitshypothetically located in
Dehradun. In addition to this, students also
gained hands-on experience through a design-
build exercise(building full-scale models of play
equipments, outdoor  sitting, classroom
furniture, storage, display board etc) conducted
at Gunga Village, near Berasia, Bhopal. Fifth
semester design exercise intended to develop
design thinking for complex design issues such as
inclusiveness, multi-use and large buildings in a
sensitive context, and exploration of various
structural spanning systems for large span
structures. To encapsulate all these objective,
students designed an Interpretation Center for
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four locations near Bhopal, namely Sanchi,
Bhimbetka, Islamnagar and Bhojpur. Sixth
semester design studio aimed at developing
creative and rational skills for problem solving in
architectural  buildings on real sitewith
contemporary technology having adequate
focuses on the design of multifunctional, multi
storied structure and services with application at
site and building levels. Seventh
semesterstudents prepared various proposals
for Area-Based Development Plan for Smart City
Bhopal as a mixed-use and compact
development. Eighth
undertook sixth month professional training, so
as to get a firsthand experience of the profession

semesterstudents

of architecture.The Ninth Semester students
were involved in the design of spaces at the
urban scale through creation of nodes and links,
visual landmarks, activity and interaction zones
by identifying the relationships between
commercial, recreational and residential areas.
The course culminates with the design thesis in
the Tenth Semester, individually taken up by
each student. Housing for elderly, public
buildings like museums, cultural centers,
rejuvenation of historical structures, hospitality
buildings, urban public spaces, institutional
campuses are few Architectural buildings that
the students took up as their thesis projects
during 2018-19.

An  Expert lecture wasconductedby the
Department on 7" September, 2018 at Ravindra
Bhavan for students of fifthsemester on
Auditorium Design where the new upcoming
auditorium at Ravindra Bhavan was discussed in
detail by Ar. Shailendra Sharma. Similarly, a
special lecture was conducted on 22" February
2019 by Ar. Debashish Sanyal, NIT, Raipur, on the
topic ‘Smart Housing’.

The students, accompanied by the faculty
members,weresent for Educational tours for
almost ten days prior to winter vacationsto give
students an exposure to the various places of
historical and architectural importance. The first
year students went to Jaipur, Jodhpur and

Jaisalmerto study historical buildings, palaces
and forts to familiarize themselveswithvisual
composition of architectural spaces considering
human activity and anthropometry.Second year
students went to Delhi- Dehradun- Clementown-
Rishikesh-Mussorie- Landourto get acquainted
with contemporary architecture and modern
construction techniques through the
architecture of prominent buildings along with
repetitive building typologies like school,
institute  campus, motels, dharamshalas,
homestays, etc. The Department conducted
several week long hands-on Workshops on the
sites of the visit during the year.

Department of Conservation aspires to groom
leaders in the field of Conservation by imparting
quality education aimed at environmental, social
and cultural sustenancepremised on sound
theoretical unpinning germinated in traditional
knowledge system and modern conservation
techniques.

The Department of Conservation is dedicated to
train the students towards the theories and
philosophies in the conservation process and
techniques necessary for the maintenance and
management of heritage, and appropriate use of
standards in practice. Such trainings facilitate
informed decision making and application of
acquired skills and techniques. It aims at
developing appropriate management and
technical skills for conservation practice. During
2018-19, following activities were undertaken by
the Department.

The first semester Conservation studio aimed at
preparing a Conservation Management plan for
the fortified city of Islam Nagar, Bhopal.

The second semester Conservation Studio at City
level, studied the Temple town of

Kumbhakonam, Tamil Nadu to identify the
function, use and condition of the
buildings/site/historic cores in order to prepare a
Management and Conservation plan thereof.

The third semester Conservation Studio at
Regional level, studied the Temple towns of
Tamil Nadu to understand the concept of sacred
landscape with a knowledge system approach.

The thesis in the Department of Conservation
provides students with an opportunity to
undertake independent research in conservation,
enabling students to apply the principles of
Conservation to generate proposals. The
research areas during 2018-19 ranged from
Kathmandu City, Nepal, to Koothambalams in
Kerala, Vedic learning centers in Tamil Nadu to
Historic Hammams in India, and lesser known /
unidentified heritage in Agra, etc. touching each
aspect of heritage.

Vision for the Department of Landscape

Architecture is to prepare students to play a
pivotal role in resolving issues facing
contemporary society based on the landscape
values that embody goodness, humanity, beauty
and creative co-existence.

The Landscape design studios are conducted
through the entire program with increasing
complexities, wherein the students make an
application of all prescribed modules,
culminating in an independent Thesis. There have
been two studio exercises carried out by the
students of first year and second vyear
respectively. First year studio was devoted to
Landscape design of School of Planning and
Architecture, Bhopal Campus. The students

proposed a landscape design for School of
Planning and Architecture Campus of Bhopal
with focus on design of open spaces within the
campus. Second year studio was devoted to the
analysis of Sacred Landscape of Brajwithin the
framework of phenomenology of place
experience and eco cultural landscape
conservation for managing a place with cultural
significance. The aim of the studio was to analyze
the landscape of the Braj, assess the landscape
character, identify the valuable cultural
landscape and provide suggestions for the
preparation of development guidelines.
Identification of important issues wasmade
along with the identification of future needs,
obligations, resources, opportunities and
constraints. Students made measured drawings,
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collected soil and water sample, herbarium leaf
from different sites along with quadrant analysis.

A monograph on Flora and Faunaof SPA, Bhopal
campuswas prepared under GATE scholarship
programme by the students. This monograph
captures the rich biodiversity of SPA Bhopal
campus. This campus due to its strategic location
away from the urban city boasts about its
endemic vegetation which further gives
opportunity to a variety of birds and animals to
sustain here. Various vignettes of the campus
landscape as a result of its rolling topography
flanked by dry deciduous vegetation and a series
of lake system creates smaller ecosystems within
the larger bio-geographic region of the central
highlands. The monograph maps each and every
plant species including very rare species and its
related attributes along with it location on
campus. It has been categorised and catalogued
further on the basis of their shape, size, form,
structure and seasonal behaviour which makes it
easier to read. This highly appreciated
monograph not only becomes a Guide Book for
all landscape students, but also encourages the
nature loving enthusiasts of SPA Bhopal to know
the wealth of their surroundings better. Faculty
of the Department won First Position at ‘Urban
Design Competition 1UDI 2018: Design Challenge
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for Re Development of Sarojini Nagar’ organized
by Delhi NCR Centre. This was also published in
the Journal of Landscape Architecture: LA 56 as
Vision for Sarojini Nagar Development in
December 2018 (ISSN 0975-0177).

The vision of the Department of Urban Design of
the institute is to develop a critical and holistic
approach to documentation and design in the
emerging contexts of urban forms through the
use of evolving urban design tools to inform and
enrich the discipline in achieving public good.

A week-long global studio hosted and anchored
by the Department was conducted during July-
December, 2018 with third Semester students.
The participating institutes were NTNU, Norway,
KRVIA, Mumbai, SPA, Delhi and SPA, Bhopal with
a total of 80 participating students. NTNU’s
narrative research approach was stitched with
SPAB’s city level design intervention strategies.
The concerns of the studio were classified under
diverse theoretical underpinnings. The NTNU hub
aimed at formalizing and structuring an
exploratory approach while the other hub
presented an integration of the narrative and the
spatial to suggest strategies at different scales.

A visit to Nagpur was conducted in August 2018
as part of the studio exercise of first semester of
the programme. The intent of the studio was to
develop students’ skill-set in urban design and
involved conceptualization and visualization
through employing contemporary tools of
documentation and analysis of urban forms and
process. The three precincts chosen for study
presented varied urban experiences for holistic
understanding of urban situations in the city. The
students interacted with local historians and city

people to understand their perception of the
city. An exposure to the interplay of heritage,
community, industrial aspects and important
regional settings helped students develop
specific intervention strategies for the distinct
precincts. As part of urban systems and network
studio, the second semester students visited the
city of Jaipur. The studio brief emphasized on
certain layers to be explored as part of the study

which are broadly classified as urban history and
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morphology, urban infrastructure and urban
habitat. The students explored the entire city,
focusing on diverse aspects of morphology,
infrastructure, ecology, housing, art and craft
etc. to understand the existing and emerging
system in various urban sectors by engaging with
the city. Students visited urban local bodies,
Tourism Board, Forest department etc.,, and
collated data to feed into the design intervention
strategies. Talks were given by experts engaged
in urban design aspects of Jaipur. Such
documentation and analysis fed into a range of
design initiatives.

The department organized lectures by Ar. Sanjay
Kanvinde, Dr. Suptendu Biswas and Ar. Pratyush

Shankar in areas of architecture and urban
studies. The department undertook curriculum
revision in order to align with contemporary
urban design thinking, practice and pedagogy
and looks forward to experimenting with
emerging teaching-learning processes.

One of the biggest challenges for the
department is to bring the creative minds under
one roof and innovate solutions for the complex
world. It requires relooking at the theoretical
domains and breaking the conventional design
thinking to create more inter-disciplinary design
characters. With the above stated vision, the
department will work rigorously to redefine the
design education.

Design in the present society is a complex
process and is no more just limited to the design
of everyday objects. It is consistently breaking
the boundaries of theoretical domains and
combining different approaches to knowledge
cultures to promote interdisciplinary studies,
techniques and practices. In this perspective,
Department of Design of the institute offers
user-centred design learning approach through
three distinct streams of design, i.e. Product
Design, Visual Communication and Systems
Design. In this approach, opportunities are
provided to explore and understand complex
socio-cultural-environmental problems as well as
design products and process that respond to
core elements for the well-being of individuals
and societies, like economic growth, social
inclusion and environmental sustainability.
Subjects from different disciplines are structured
across four semesters of Masters Programme in
Design with a part - to - the - whole approach,
where object-oriented design learning comes at
the initial stages, and system-oriented design
learning is followed at the later stages. In this
way, students can understand the essence of
objects within a system and their relationships
with others.

During 2018-19, few workshops, field studies and
guest lectures were organized in the Department
of Design for the benefit of design learning
process of the students. Experts from different
academic and professional background were
invited to organize these workshops and guest
lectures. Mr. Vajra Pancharia from IDC, IIT
Mumbai and Mr. DibyenduMurgraj from Odisha,

organized workshop on Visual Communication,

where as Mr. MurtuzaKundawala from Larsen
and Toubro (Defence), Mr. Mustafa Saifee from
Finland, organized workshop on Mechatronics
and Interaction Design. Mr. Kishor Tikale from
General Motors gave an idea of Surface
modelling to product design students. Students
from Visual Communication as well as Product
Design went for field study at Craft Sector of
Betul district in October 2018, CIPET Bhopal and
Ziro valley of Arunachal Pradesh in February 2019
to understand the cultural systems of human life
in tribal area. An expert lecture was delivered by
Architect Neelam Manjunath at the department
on state of the art of bamboo cluster for both
Product Design and Architecture. Students also
participated in the collaborative workshop on
development of methodology in design for
systemic problems of social life in Bhopal. It was
a joint collaboration between Department of
Design and NTNU, Norway. Students presented
their work about these systemic problems of
social life of Bhopal at a Seminar at State
Museum, Bhopal in November 2018.

letter of association with National Institute of
Urban Affairs (NIUA) in the area of developing

knowledge networks and embedding urban
resilience in existing curriculum. As part of the
association, NIUA adopted two phase approach
to incorporate resilience into environmental
planning studio for Imphal Valley region. First, an
orientation session through webinar at the

beginning of the studio that introduced the
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concept of resilience and the city resilience
frameworkwith its applicability at Regional
Context and secondly, a field visit and a one-day
workshop with students for helping them
translate the theoretical understanding of
resilience into identifying critical areas of
weaknesses and identifying actions and
programs to improve resilience with the use of
city resilience framework at regional context.

A one-day workshop on ‘Environmental
Governance’ was organized in collaboration with
Gorakhpur Environmental Action Group (GEAG).
The objective of the workshop was to provide
exposure of live experiences related to
environmental governance from the field. Ms.
Nivedita Mani, Coordinator, Research and
Communication Initiatives at GEAG, conducted
the workshop. Students were familiarized with
the subject through videos of the projects
undertaken by GEAG in various parts of India.
The follow up discussion was on the application
of key elements of urban and rural governance,
importance of ecosystem in urban development
and its management with the field perspective.

The studio exercise of third semester
Environmental Planning students was
undertaken as a part of German Technical
Collaboration (GIZ Collaboration) with Tamil
Nadu Government for developing methodology
for the land use planning of the Coimbatore
region wherein Environmental Planning students
focused on Tirupur district, as it has shown
enormous growth in Knitwear industries putting
environmental resources under stress. With the
vision to make Tirupur as a Progressive,
Sustainable and Industrial engine, the study was
pursued under the heads of Industrial growth,
Settlement Growth, Resource Flow (labour, raw
material and market) and Environmentally
Sensitive areas. The information gathered
through semi-structured interviews of
stakeholders and feedbacks of representatives
of various institutions/organizations engaged in
the development of Tirupur were the prime basis
of analysis along with secondary data. The study

proposed a sub-regional plan with a thrust on

Economic development and Environmental
Sustainability.

Urban resilience is practiced worldwide but there
is no universally agreed definition of regional
resilience. Therefore, for the academic exercise
of second semester studio, a pilot study on
enhancing resilience at a regional scale was
explored. Manipur, one of the North-eastern
states, is prone to the various disasters which
not only affect the livelihood but also the
infrastructure. The study analyzed the Imphal
valley region with respect to Natural hazard
vulnerability, Socio-cultural vulnerability and
Livelihood vulnerability which in turn helped
undertake Multi-hazard assessment. The multi-
hazard assessment along with qualitative inputs
gathered from field study led to the
identification of the most and least vulnerable
areas on the basis of which developable and non-
developable zones are demarcated. Resilient
actions have been proposed depending upon the
problems and potentials of the region which will
help in achieving the qualities of resilient
settlements.The department had organized
three Institute lectures on various topics,
namely,- ‘Planning for Crisis’ by Dr. Anshu
Sharma, Co-Founder and Director of Sustainable
Environment and Ecological Development
Society (SEEDS); ‘Governance in Water Sector:
Issues for Planners’ by Dr. Parthasarathy,
Director and Professor at Gujarat Institute of
Development Research, Ahmedabad; ‘Interstate
River Governance: Conflict to Cooperation
Pathways’ by Dr. Srinivas Chokkakula, Centre for
Policy Research, New Delhi.

Bachelor of Planning Programme

First year Bachelor of Planning (B. Plan) students
were engaged with Area Appreciation under the
studio exercise in Bhopal city with an objective to
familiarize them with cartographic, topographic

professionals who are agents of change in the
society; produce research that transforms
practice and scholarship; be engaged with
academic and professional networks for sharing
new knowledge, collaborative research and
extension activities in the field of urban and
regional planning and development

and cadastral maps and acquiring the skill of
preparation and interpretation of maps besides
the spatial and functional appreciation of city
neighbourhoods. Second year B. Plan students
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undertook their first studio exercise on
Neighbourhood and Site Planning with special
emphasis on affordable housing for economically
weaker section through neighbourhood planning
and designing. The second studio was on Urban
Mobility Planning for Saugor Cantonment Board
area. With the given uniqueness of both National
Highway 26 and State Highway 15A passing
through the Cantonment, the students came up
with short term and long term planning
interventions especially for Non-motorised
Transport. Third year B. Plan students were
engaged in Local Area Planning for identified
wards of Bhopal city under which they
formulated Local Area Plan consisting of written
guidelines, spatial maps and implementation
mechanisms. This studio was conducted jointly
with Virginia Commonwealth University. The
studio exercise was presented at the
international workshop held in Bhopal titled
‘From Nawabs to Neo-liberalism’ and was a part
of a larger interdisciplinary discussion platform.
Third year B. Plan students were assigned with
the studio exercise on the preparation of

Development Plan for Hinjlicut Municipal Council
under Ganjam district, Odisha. The theme of
study was ‘Disaster Resilient and Enhancing
Livelihood’ within the umbrella of Hinjilicut
Master Plan. Students interacted with different
stakeholders, conducted different types of
surveys with support of GIZ and finally prepared
a Development Plan for Hinjilicut Town and 19
adjoining villages. The fourth year B. Plan
students were engaged in the preparation of
Regional Plan for Erode district of Tamil Nadu.
Erode district with its strategic locations along
Coimbatore - Salem corridor connecting big cities
like Bengaluru, Tiruchirappalli, Coimbatore etc.
and many other signature projects presented a
perfect background for the students to focus on
the preparation of Sub-regional Plan (district
plan) for a fast urbanizing industrial district
traversed with major linear
infrastructure/corridors. Following the normative
practice of
undertaking of surveys, students prepared a very
sound Report.

Master of Planning (Urban and Regional Planning) Programme:

The first semester studio (an Integrated studio
comprising of the students of Urban and
Regional Planning, Environmental Planning and
Transport Planning) was devoted to the
preparation of anOutline Development Plan for
Coimbatore, Mettupalayam, and Pollachi Urban
Agglomerations and Gram Panchayat Spatial
Development Plan for selected eight villages
within the district. Following the normative
methodology and methods, like, ground
verification of the land use, stakeholder
consultation, collection and collation of data and
data analysis, students developed an alternate
approach to local area planning based on
context (within city or at city periphery) and also
suggested implementation mechanisms with real
estate viability options to create more equitable
urban development. The second semester studio
was devoted to the preparation of Regional Plan
for Ganjam district of Odisha. The thrust of the
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studio was to prepare an Integrated Regional
Plan. Following the normative methodology and
methods, like, ground verification of the land
use, stakeholder consultation, collection and
collation of data and data analysis, the students
developed an integrated and simple approach
for development focusing on skill development,
pollution free tourism, investment in smaller
units, diversification of livelihood, etc. The third
semester studio was devoted to the preparation
of Urban Development Plan for Bhopal City
Region. The aim of the studio was to make
Bhopal as the Creative Capital of Central India
with various attendant objectives, namely,- (i)
assessing the sectoral potentials to identify the
growth engines, (ii) analyzing the typology of
creative industries and assessing the growth
prospect, (iii) providing the robust social and

physical infrastructure for promoting creative
industries, and (iv) preparing the facilitative land-
use plan for sustainable future growth. The
proposals were based on four strategy packages

of Economic development, Public Realm,
Heritage and culture and, Connectedness.

The method of
instruction and evaluation have also been
detailed out.The studio exercise of the
Department was carried out in Imphal to
understand  the  existing  traffic  and
transportation scenario within Greater Imphal to
provide recommendation for improvement of
the same. Imphal, the Capital city of Manipur
assumes special importance in view of the Look
East policy of our country for the North-eastern
region. The objectives of the exercise were(i) to
identifythe existing transport network and its
traffic characteristics in integration with existing

land form and travel patterns of the city; (ii) to
suggest short term and long term
recommendations to ensure efficient
transportation.

The studio exercise led to (i) the understanding
of the dominant para-transit as public transport
being utilised in Greater Imphal, (ii) the
identification of hotspots of congestion, (jii)
appreciation of socioeconomic characteristics
which helped understand the mode choice and
modal split, (iv) understanding of rising pollution
due to the exponentially rising ownership of
private vehicle and IPT services.
