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School of Planning and Architecture, located in central
India, in the city of lakes, Bhopal, derives its logo
from a semantic element of Malwa Architecture as the

background. It is interwoven spiral water channelis in
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shape of a sea-shell and symbolic of ‘Mahadev’ located in
front of Nilkantha Mahadev Temple of Mandu, the capital of
Malwa Sultanate. Devotees put flower at the inlet and pray
for their wish fulfilment. The water channel depicts the path
of struggle in the spirals and relief at the end of wish
fulfillment. With the spiral channel as background, the logo
uses the stylised shape of letter S representing flame,

P representing parachute and A representing wave thus
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representing Agni, Vayu and Jal, the elements of
Architecture. The Sanskrit shloka at the bottom is the code
of conduct specified in the ‘Samrangana Sutradhar’, written

by Raja Bhoj which means, “An architect must be well
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versed not only in Architecture but also in allied subjects”.

The complete composition is a welcoming sign for students
to come and gain knowledge of ‘shastras’ of the field at

School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal, and pass out

with flying colors.

GIS Laboratory

Remote Sensing and GIS are a part of the
syllabus both for the students of Planning
and Architecture. As a part of the course
contents, the students are required to learn
various related aspects of the subject, such
as software with hands-on practice to
undertake academic projects. In 2010, a
state of the art GIS Ilaboratory was
developed at School of Planning and
Architecture, Bhopal, to cater the academic
needs of the students in this field. A
dedicated space of around 23.0 square
meters was allocated for the GIS laboratory
in the first floor of the institute building,
MANIT campus. In the year 2013, a new GIS
laboratory was developed at SPA Bhopal,
Bhauri campus, with additional high-end
workstations, latest versions of ArcGIS
Desktop and ERDAS Imagine. Apart from
this, digital GIS survey instruments were
purchased.In 2015-16 after the increased use
of lab by both masters and bachelors
students and introduction of new master’s
courses a proposal for expanding the lab
was approved in three phases. The first
phase purchase is already done.

In the second phase (2017-18) of GIS
laboratory was developed with eight new
workstations and latest versions of ArcGIS
Desktop and ERDAS Imagine.This laboratory
provides Remote Sensing, GIS, and 3D
Modeling resources useful for the students
to prepare maps, analyze and query the
spatial/geographic data. It is equipped with
high-end hardware, latest software, high
resolution satellite data and vector data.

Training and Placement Cell
The Training & Placement Cell at SPA Bhopal facilitates the placement of graduating students and

assists current students in various postgraduate and undergraduate programmes in selecting
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suitable organizations for undertaking professional training. The Cell coordinates the overall
process of Professional Training of students from all programmes as required by their respective
course curriculum. The Training Manual is formulated by the Cell for compliance by students of all
courses to streamline a system of evaluating deliverables worked upon in an industrial set up
outside the curriculum.

Our students have undergone training at various reputed national and international
organizations both in the government and private sector. List of such organizations includes a
wide range of consultants, developers, research organizations and NGOs. This year also students
have acquired professional training in various reputed national as well as international
organizations in India and abroad. Students have been imparted training in international cities
like New York, Brussels in Belgium, Ho Chi Minh, Hanoi in Vietnam, Puebla in Mexico, Berlin and
Hamburg in Germany and Copenhagen in Denmark. Besides, students have also interned all
across the country in cities like Delhi, Hyderabad, Bangalore, Chandigarh, Gangtok, Zarkawt,
Bhubaneshwar, Ahmedabad, Mumbai, Panchkula, Goa, etc.

The T&P Cell has conducted a workshop on Soft Skill Development for the final year students of
undergraduate and postgraduate programmes.

Department of Conservation aspires to groom leaders in the field of Conservation by imparting
quality education aimed at environmental, social and cultural sustenancepremised on sound
theoretical unpinning germinated in traditional knowledge system and modern conservation
techniques.The Department of Conservationis dedicated to train the students towards the
theories and philosophies in the conservation process and techniques necessary for the
maintenance and management of heritage, and appropriate use of standards in practice. Such
trainings facilitate informed decision making and application of acquired skills and techniques. It
aims at developing appropriate management and technical skills for conservation practice.
During 2019-20, following activities were undertaken by the Department.
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1*Semester Conservation studio, July to Dec
2019, was on KhirniwalaMaidan or Igbal
Maidan at Bhopal. Bhopal, the capital of
Madhya Pradesh, is a fascinating amalgam of
scenic beauty, old historic city and modern
urban planning. The two lakes of Bhopal still
dominate the city, and are indeed its focal
points. The new city started to grow in 18 ¢
AD. The edge of the lake is occupied by
royals for their palaces, worshipping places
and leisure gardens taking advantage of cool
summer winds which come from southwest.
The space of KhirniwalaMaidan came up as
diwan-i-am or a meeting point of rulers and
the publicc. Today the space of
KhirniwalaMaidan or Igbal Maidan is an
active place which is full of business and
social activities. The maidan is also used for
big cultural and political events from time to
time. Uncontrolled development and
demolition of many private palaces and
sudden interventions by development
agencies of structures and landscape
present a challenge to conservation
profession.2nd semester Conservation, Jan-
may 2020, was on Cultural Landscape of
Lonar, atownin Buldhana
district of Maharashtra, lies in the vicinity of
Lonar crater. Lonar crater is understood to
be the result of a meteoroid impact that
occurred between 35,000 and 50,000 years
ago. The water in this lake is both alkaline

and saline. This geological feature has
created unique ecosystems of flora and
fauna and the civilization built multiple stone
temples and structures from Satavahana to
Rashtrakutas and later in  Islamic
periods.Several temples found on the
periphery of the lake are known as Yadava
temples and also as Hemadpanti temples,
most of which stand in ruins today. There
are two more lakes near Lonar lake i.e.
Ambar lake and Kalapani lake. Throughout
history the town had been a trading centre
for the significance of Lonar crater. All these
factors contribute to the cultural landscape
of Lonar.
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3"Semester Conservation studio, July to Dec
2019, was on Regional Landscape of Bhopal,
VidishaAndRaisen District. In this region, the
Sandstone Mountains of Bhopal division
were homes of early man with painted rock
shelters. The birth and growth of temple
architecture is ascribed to temple 17 of
Sanchi as the oldest structure in India
history. The Gond architecture from 12 to
17th century is a rich amalgamation of
historic styles in central India. The formation
of the Bhopal state in 18th century brings
this region together and has seen the
transformation. The world heritage sites of
Bhimbetka
internationally known. Sanchi University
makes the region a hub of Buddhist
knowledge and research. Towns of Vidisha,

Sanchi and makes it

Obedullahganj, Raisen, Bhopal and other
smaller towns are growing slowly and
steadily and need to be addressed to the
issue of heritage Resources.

In this year, the Department of Conservation
and Centre for Cultural Knowledge
Systems(CCKS) at SPA Bhopal organized two
heritage walk in Bhopal. Heritage walk of
Igbal Maidan on s5th October 2019 and
heritage walk of Islam Nagar on 19th
October 2019. The walk wereorganised and
guided by faculties and students of
conservation. The walk is attended by more
than 100 persons with students of SPA
Bhopal, Bagulamukhi College of
Architecture, SV Polytechnicand eminent
citizens of Bhopal.

In one event, Prof. Adam Hardy explained
the significance of site of Ashapuri and the
evolution of Parmara temple style to
thestudents of conservation. They also
undertook the training of documenting
architectural fragments at such a site.

This requires a multidisciplinary approach
which can amalgamate understanding of the
urban, historical and ecological values
together and be a stimulus for future
resilient development. To further enhance
their skills and learnings they were
challenged to develop a regional scale
Landscape Management Plan to Conserve
Shola Vegetation of Nilgiri Hills. The students
were taken to visit Ooty and its adjoining
areas. They stayed on site and rigorously
worked for collecting data and met with
experts to understand the shrinking shola
grasslands.
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Thesecond-year students with their efforts
bagged live project of landscape
development for IISER campus expansion as
part of their studio exercise.This studio
aimed at analyzing existing site condition of
campus and formulate landscape solutions
to issues identified for the future expansion
of the campus. In their next studio
exercise,they worked on Historic Landscape
conservation of Mandu (Madhya Pradesh),
aimed atunderstanding nuances of heritage
site and the issues of urban growth.

A study tour was conducted for students of
M.Arch (Urban Design), as part of their
Urban Design Studio Il which focuses on city
level studies of networks and systems in
February 2020.

The students arrived in Udaipur on 2nd
February and stayed till 1oth February.
Faculty joined them during 3rd-8th February.
Students visited the city-region on the 3rd
and the 4th under thematic areas of
Morphology, Networks and Utilities, Craft,
culture and tourism and the City-Region
aspects of Udaipur. On the 5th, they had an
interactive session on the water systems and
landform of the city and also the projects
undertaken by the smart city cell at the town
hall, Udaipur with the smart city officials.
The students shared their observations of
the city made through their studies and

discussed the urban design issues identified.
Between 6th and 1oth, the students visited
various organizations and the town planning
understand the
development strategies for the city-region,
and continued studying the environs of the

departments to

city under their specific themes.

A comprehensive presentation was made by
the students on the 7th-8th with respect to
the urban structure and morphology of the
city and the different visual character areas
of the city were identified.The students also
interacted with local historians and people

also understand their perception of the city.

The studio helped students to extract urban
form determinants, guidelines and city
development plan and its policies as the
underlying layers for the wurban design
interventions.

The Vision of the Department of Environmental Planning is ‘Knowledge Development and

Brokering for Environmental Education and Governance to Enrich Spatial Planning’.

The studio exercise of third-semester
Environmental Planning students was
undertaken as a part of BReUCom Project
Co-funded by the Erasmus+ Programme of

the European Union. The focus was on
understanding the genesis and impact of

Fifth semester (third year) B. Plan students
were engaged in Local Area Planning for
four contiguous wards of Bhopal city (Wards
64, 65, 66 and 67) and formulated future
strategies consisting of written guidelines,
spatial maps and implementation

mechanisms.

Sixth semester (third year) students
undertook a studio exercise on the
preparation of Development Plan for Imphal
Municipal Corporation, Manipur with the
theme of ‘livable, equitable and ecologically
sustainable city’, in line with the principles
and process outlined under AMRUT and
provisions of T&CP Act (1975), Manipur.
Students prepared a smart-phone based
survey app for ‘ground truth-ing’ exercises
of GIS based maps provided by TCPO and
interacted with stakeholders and conducted
different types of surveys as part of the
exercise.

Seventh semester (fourth year) students
were engaged in the formulation and
outlining project details in three key selected
sectors based on development issues
related to Bhopal city. The three key sectors
are (1) Housing (Slum re-development), (2)
Mobility  (Infrastructure for Pedestrian
movement at Identified Junctions) and (3)
Utilities and Services (Water Supply and
Sewerage).

Master of Planning (Urban and Regional Planning) Programme:

The first semester integrated studio
consisted of 4 exercises intending to provide
a holistic base on aspects of spatial planning
to students of different backgrounds
enrolled in all the different specializations of
planning (Environmental, Transportation
and Urban & Regional planning). Exercise 1
was a review on readings in Urban and Rural
Planning which initiated students to the

theoretical underpinnings of planning.
Exercise 2 was conducted in the town of
Hoshangabad, Madhya Pradesh, wherein
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students were required to interact with
stakeholders and undertake a perceptual
study. Exercise 3 was on Planning in Urban
Areas: Case of three towns of Tamil Nadu.
Three towns of Theni, Uslampatti and
Bodhinayakanur were visited for the
purpose. The objective of this exercise was
to study and analyse towns in their regional
context and address issues at the local town
scale. Exercise 4 on Rural Planning was
conducted in 3 villages within the Bhopal
planning area. These villages were studied in

The second-semester studio was devoted to
the preparation of Regional Plan for the
Jabalpur district of Madhya Pradesh. The
thrust of the studio was to prepare an
Integrated Regional Plan. Following the

The
Institute procured two licenses of state of
the art Transport software of PTV Vissim/
ViswalkandVisum | Vistro 2 for the
Department during the financial year 2019 -
20. The department also conducted a 3-day
training programme on these software both
for the students as well as the faculty.
Besides continuing with the subscription of
Scopus indexed journal on Transport
Planning, the Institute library procured
sizeable number of books on Transport
Planning during the financial year. Besides
these, the Department was allotted a
dedicated space with necessary furniture for
students’ seating, teaching aides, four
numbers of Work Stations and air
conditioning of the lab.
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The studio exercise on Logistics Planning
during the financial year was conducted at
Tuticorin, the port city of Tamil Nadu with a
vision to establish Tuticorin port region as
the global gateway to South India. The aim
of the studio has been to explore different
avenues of portled logistics in order to
prepare an optimal transport model using
four-stage freight modeling. The Studio
intended to prepare an integrated logistics
plan for an efficient logistics network and
port led development in the region. The
objectives of the studio had been to (i)
analyze the existing freight network, (ii)
analyze the future freight growth potential
and its impact on logistics network and
capacity, (iii) identify an efficient modal
share for distribution of major commaodities,
(iv) conduct performance analysis of
logistics network for various scenarios and
recommend strategies to achieve integrated
logistics in the study region. As a part of the
studio curriculum, students were involved in
the detailed baseline study for the physical
supply and physical distribution of
commodities with a focus on traffic and
transportation demand forecast for the

selected case study region. Upon delineating
the Freight Analysis Zones, stakeholder
interviews were conducted followed by a
thorough assessment of various logistics
activities including regional connectivity,
network profile and the role of various
Logistics Service Providers (LSPs) and
infrastructure in the freight cum logistics
activities in the region. Highlighting the
conservative production practices, under-
utilization of resources, absence of
manufacturing industries and investment in
the region, the studio exercise undertook
performance analysis of the logistics
network for various scenarios namely, BAU
and Pro-Rail Freight Transport System. The
comparison of both scenarios established
the need for infrastructure and helped
develop the proposal of multimodal logistics
parks which will serve as a node where
multiple logistic operations take place and
achieve integrated logistics flow in Tuticorin
ensuring better employment opportunities,
sustained

stronger  economy, and

environmental benefits.

Integrated Studio for MURP, MEP and MTPLM 1* Semester (July-December,2019)

The Integrated Studio was conducted during
July-November and consisted of 4 exercises
intended to provide a holistic base on
aspects of spatial planning to first semester
students of the post graduate programme in
Urban and Regional Planning, Environmental
Planning and Transport Planning. Students
worked in multidisciplinary teams
throughout the semester. The studio
included guest lectures by eminent
professionals, site visits and stakeholder
meetings. The students were trained to use
state of the art GIS technology for spatial
mapping and other planning analytical tools
as an integral part of the studio. The
following exercises were undertaken:

Exercise 1 was a Review on readings in
Urban and Rural Planning which initiated
students to the theoretical underpinnings of
planning and introduced tools and
techniques of analysis, which would support
in the empirical studies conducted

subsequently. Exercise 2 was a short
introductory exercise conducted in the town
of Hoshangabad, Madhya Pradesh, wherein
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students were required to interact with
stakeholders in the city and undertake a
perceptual study. Exercise 3 was on Planning
for Urban Areas. Three towns of Tamil Nadu
were taken up for the exercise. The
objective of this exercise was to study and
analyse towns in their regional context and
address issues at the local town scale. The
three towns of Theni, Uslampatti and
Bodhinayakanur were visited, and local
stakeholder meetings and surveys were
conducted to analyse problems related to
urban planning. A comparison of the above-

mentionedthree towns was undertaken
finally and different thrust areas of
intervention were worked upon. Exercise 4
on Rural Planning was conducted in 3
villages within the Bhopal planning area.
Three villages with varying location and
accessibility were studied to understand the
differences in  demography, lifestyle,
occupation and access to services based on
their dependence to urban centres and
networks.
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
