SPA Bhopal has undertaken a project with UN Habitat for academic project exercise with
students of M Plan (URP) 3™semester (2020-2022). The academic project involved a pilot testing
of Draft Plan Assessment Tool developed by UN Habitat. As a part of this studio exercise, an
assessment of parameters like plan comprehensiveness, plan articulation and plan implement
ability was done.
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2. Collaborative Studio with NITI Aayogon‘Agri-produce logistics optimization in
Indore Region’

A studio titled ‘Agri-produce logistics optimization in Indore Region’ was undertaken by the
students of M.Plan (TPLM) (3"Sem) in collaboration with NITI Aayog, Government of India. As a
part of this studio, the students studied the supply of products from the farm to the consumers.
The study revealed various challenges like prominence of small/ marginal farmers, fragmented
supply chains, absence of scale economies, low level of processing/value addition and inadequacy
of marketing infrastructure require prioritised attention to improve the efficiency of the value
chain. One of the key recommendations of the exercise was to unbundle the supply chain for
individual commodities for better efficiency and resource utilization.

The institute library’s objective is to support partner in fulfilling the institute’s mission,
the teaching, learning and research activities vision and goal. It functions as a vital organ
of the institute in the dynamic environment. of the institute in the mission of academic
Library serves as a creative and innovative excellence. Library houses a good number of
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print and electronic resources in the field of
Architecture, Planning and Design. The
books are arranged subject-wise for easy
and quick access. Open access system has
been adopted to ensure more freedom to
the users and reduce the gap between the
user and the collection. Experienced,
cooperative and professionally trained
library staff are engaged for systematic
organisation of the library documents as
well as to maximise their usage. The library
has around 890 users which include
students, research scholars, faculty and
staff.

Library Collection:The library has a rich
collection especially in the field of
architecture, planning and design. The
library collection includes the following:

Books: The library has a total collection of
around 11214 books (9834 titles) which
covers different sub-areas of Architecture
and Planning like architectural structure,
history of architecture, public structures,
religious & residential buildings, building
construction, structural engineering,
landscape architecture, interior design &
decoration, decorative arts, urban & regional
planning,

economics,

construction management,

sustainable  development,
drawings, paintings, classics, transport

planning, design, etc.

Journals & Bound Volumes: The library
subscribes 120 current journals (37 national
and 83 international). It includes 78 journals
which can be accessed online throughout
the campus. Besides the current journals,
the library has around 1351 bound volumes.

Theses and Dissertations: Library has1120
dissertations and theses, which include

B.Arch (474), B. Plan (191), M. Arch (244), M.
Plan (198), and Ph.D. (5) theses.

Databases: Institute Library is subscribing
full-text and statistical databases i.e., Art and
Architecture Complete (full-text), Pro Quest
Thesis and Dissertations Global (full-text)
and indiastat.com.

Training on

various related topics such as applications of geoinformatics in planning are conducted through

the centre. The centre enables and endeavors to disseminate the knowledge and required skills

on the latest and emerging spatial technologies.

GIS Laboratory

Geoinformatics and  related  spatial
technologies are being offered in the
curriculum in  various semesters at
undergraduate and postgraduate levels. As
a part of the course contents, the students
are required to learn various related aspects
of the subject, such as software with hands-
on practice to undertake academic projects.
SPA Bhopal has a state-of-the-art GIS
Laboratory, which is equipped with high-end
hardware and GIS software.
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Presently the lab has 26 workstations, 51 IDRISI.  The lab caters to the academic
licenses of Arc GIS Desktop, 15 licenses of needs of the students.

Centre for Human Centric Research (CHCR)
Center for Human Centric Research (CHCR), the multidisciplinary centre of the institute, works in

consonance with the ethos of the Institute Charter regarding Social Sustenance. The objective of
CHCR is to build a research-based body of knowledge derived from ethnographic qualitative and
quantitative experimental paradigms to support diverse human population otherwise
marginalized in the past design practices. The centre practices 'equity by design' to include
vulnerable populations like persons with disabilities, elderly, women and child besides social and
ethnic minorities. To attain its objective, the centre functions in four major areas: (i) Identification
of Research Priority Areas and Networking; (ii) Education and Training; (i) Research and Design
Development and (iv) Dissemination. It has worked with UNESCO, United Nations ESCAP, NID
Ahmedabad, IIT Kharagpur, UC Berkeley, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment,
Accessibility India Campaign, National Health Mission, ASI, NIOH, Arushi, DRONAH, Ability
Unlimited, MMCF etc.

Publications include (i) Calendar of Universal Design India Principles; (ii) four special issues on
CHCR activities by Design for All Institute of India and (jii) a book titled 'Uniting Differences.' The
centre regularly organizes special lectures, workshops, public exhibitions, student competitions
and awareness campaigns on topical themes at national and international level. The centre was
conferred upon NCPEDP-Universal Design Awards in 2012, 2013 and 2016 respectively by the
Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of India. CHCR has a prestigious
running project called Design Innovation Center, (DIC) project of Ministry of Human Resource
Development. The project titled ‘Universal Design Innovation for Heritage’ is focused to the
development of an innovative mobile APP to provide information on accessibility and safety at
heritage sites. The activities associated with the project continued this year too in the center.
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Laboratories of the Institute

Computer Center
Network: The Computer Center of SPA Bhopal provides internet support to Graphics Lab, GIS lab,

library, studios, hostels, faculty and staff terminals. There are more than 1000 users. High-speed
(1 GBPS) internet Wi-Fi/cable access is available throughout the institute campus. This facility is
offered by National Knowledge Network (NKN)- National Informatics Centre (NIC) Bhopal and
also through a dedicated standby arrangement of 10ombps internet speed from RAILTEL
Corporation of India Ltd. NKN facilitates sharing of educational material, research, services and
library facilities with other institutes in the country. It also provides high-performance computing
facilities, e-libraries, virtual classrooms and a collection of large database, all of which provide
state-of-the-art access to educational material at SPA Bhopal.Computer Center also provides
technical support to students, faculty and staff of the institute. Highly qualified and experienced
staff manages Web-based e-mail access, website maintenance and network related issues.

Security: In addition to an institute-wide policy for users, the Institute network has firewall facility
to control unethical activities in the network. A well-designed wireless network providessafe and
secure browsing experience in hostels, academic buildings & offices. To enhance security, the
Computer Center added SSL based certificates to the institute website. SBI payment gateway is
also enabled for financial transactions related to admission, recruitment, and various other
activities.

Server: A high-end Blade server is used for fast processing of data & applications. Dedicated
softwares are used by institute library for online catalogue and seamless search on a separate
server. Accounts department of the institute uses Payroll software (Saral and Tally) on a
dedicated server.

Web Space & Email services: The Institute hosts its own internal and external DNS server.
Computer Center also maintains a web space to host the institute website and other related web
content. The institute provides the email services to Faculty and Staff with Google G Suite using
its own Domain server.

Feedback & Complaint Portal:There is a feedback mechanism developed for the improvement of
quality and services provided to the students. The feedback web portal is used by the students to
give the semester-wise faculty feedback. Web portal facilitates better students-faculty
interaction and improves the quality of services. This service also provides a mode to submit
complaint related to the infrastructure, electricity and IT services provided to the students in the
SPA campus.

Virtual Cloud services:The Computer Center provides the cloud spaces for different projects and
services of the Institute. This includes the web server provided to the DIC projects.

Power Backup services:The power back is available for the server room to ensure the
uninterrupted services related to web portal and internet access.
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Survey Laboratory
The Survey Lab serves the undergraduate students of both the undergraduate programmes viz.,

Bachelor of Architecture and Bachelor of Planning. Besides, the postgraduate students also use
the lab occasionally for various purposes. The Lab is equipped with Digital and Non-digital
surveying equipment. First phase procurement has been completed for Non-digital instruments,
namely ranging rods, prismatic compass, measuring tapes, plane table with accessories, cross-
staffs, civil tapes, and magnetic compass. Second phase procurement process will soon be
initiated for digital equipment such as Total station, Digital level and Laser Distometers.

Graphics Laboratory
The institute has two fully equipped laboratories, each with 37 state-of-the-art workstations. The

aim of the lab is to equip students with the knowledge & practice of relevant & latest Software,
so that they can use these tools towards design synthesis and development of details. The
workstations are equipped with a wide range of software essential for the profession of
Architecture and Planning. To match the ongoing global trends in digital technologies, in addition
to providing the tools for basic virtual design, the Graphics Lab also subscribes to the latest
software required for Building Information Modeling and Simulations. The list of extensively used
software include Autodesk (3ds Max, AutoCAD, Revit, Inventor), Corel draw, Photoshop Creative
Suite and variousother 2-d/3-d image rendering software. All workstations in Graphics Lab are
connected through networks for smoother and regular maintenance. The broadband and
wireless connection facilities provide uninterrupted hi-speed internet access.Supervised by highly
qualified computer administrators, Graphics lab provides uninterrupted technology support to
faculty, staff and students on one-to-one basis. Several training sessions on general computer
literacy and internet browsing are also organized for those needing initial support.

Architecture Workshop

This
vision is translated into concrete actions
through various Design Studios, Workshops
and Special Lectures regularly organized by
the Department of Architecture.

Bachelor of Architecture Programme: The

five-year  curriculum  emphasizes  on
creativity, leadership, and colloborative skills
to ensure that the graduates successfully
contribute to the process of nation building
while working in a competitive global
environment. Design exercises for each
semester during the year represented an
ascending level of engagement in the
process of gaining essential design skills and

knowledge.

First-year students were introduced to the
development  of  design  language,
composition and design thinking through
series of exercises on Color theory, Gestalt
Principles, Elements & Language of Design,
Visual Grammar, Anthropometry, and
Transformation of forms and so on.
Students demonstrated application of visual
grammar, created compositions with various
2D and 3D media, critiqued basic design
compositions and evaluated the human-
environment interactions.

Second-year students explored the plethora
of knowledge hidden in vernacular
settlements of India. The students explored
the traditional building processes, climate
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response, symbolism, and the influence of
cultural and social factors on architecture.

As an outcome of the studio students
translated the traditional knowledge into
contemporary expressions. Students were
also exposed to new layers such as building
byelaws, site constraints and services
through the design of one or two-storied
buildings. Students efficiently integrated the
building byelaws, environmental factors, site
constraints, area program, built and un-built
spaces through the design of an elementary
school project.

Third year studios intended to develop
design thinking for complex design issues
such as inclusiveness, multi-use and long-
span buildings in an urban context. Design
studios were also focused on the design of
multifunctional, multi-storied structure and
services. Various exercises emphasized on
integration  of
environmental

socio-economic  and
context  along  with
contemporary technology. In this design
studio, students prepared design proposal
for an Automobile Showroom with Sales and
Service Centre.

Fourth-year studios emphasized
interdisciplinary coordination through the
design of multifunctional and multi-storied
structure including aspect of site planning
and services. In the given urban settings, the
students also demonstrated the application
of urban development controls, building
codes and byelaws. Students achieved
various studio objectives through the design
of a Multispecialty hospital and high-end

Hospitality Projects.

Due to COVID-19 pandemic, in lieu of the
sixth months of professional training which
students undertake during eighth semester,
students continued with ninth semester

studies after completion of seventh
semester.

The Fifth year (ninth semester) design studio
emphasizes on developing sensitivity to the
design of spaces at the urban scale through
creation of nodes and links, visual
landmarks, activity and interaction zones.
During the studio, students tried to
understand and nurture ‘Public-ness’, the
core-essence of Urban Design by discussing
various cities across India. The objective of
the design studio was to expose the
students to issues in urban areas and to
enable them to visualize the contextual part
of a built form. Also the intent was to help
them understand interactions beyond the
premise of a single building or an area with

boundaries merging into surrounding built
form with different land uses and activities.

Various studio outcomes as well as the B.
Arch. Thesis projects were evaluated by
eminent academicians, experts, professionals
across the country.
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The course culminates with the Design
Thesis in the tenth semester, individually
taken up by the students. Housing, public
buildings (such as museums, cultural
centers), adaptive reuse of
historical/industrial structures, hospitality
buildings, wurban public spaces, and
institutional campuses are few of the
which

Very few qualified conservation professionals are practicing in India, making it a profession in
demand. The requirement for a qualified conservation professional is more as with technological
advancements, drastically changing society, it is important to understand the meaning of
heritage in these changing times. The heritage is vulnerable due to threats like rapid urban
growth, changing aspirations, industrial and intensive agricultural activities, growing land prices,
encroachments etc. To achieve the targets of sustainability and holistic management;
conservation must become an interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary profession.

Department of Conservation imparts conservation education to meet the increasing demand of
Conservation professionals in India. It has an expertise of training Architects in conservation,
since 2013. Foreseeing the future needs of the profession, Department of Conservation, SPA
Bhopal has taken up the challenge to train allied expertise required for the benefit of heritage
including Engineers, Archaeologists, Historians, Anthropologists, Sociologist, and Lawyers etc. A
new syllabus is formulated and implemented to the effect.

Conservation practice requires a professional with skills towards interpretation of heritage
values; maintenance and management of heritage; process and knowledge of historic buildings;
and knows how to use technological advancements and expertise for its conservation. Hence the
programme is devised to train the students towards theory and philosophies in conservation;
process and techniques necessary for maintenance and management of heritage; appropriate
use of standards in practice; informed decision-making and application of acquired skills and
techniques. With new intakes from allied fields, the students of the department shall foster the
interdisciplinary thinking and multidisciplinary interactions. This shall strengthen the profession a
long way. The programme shall fulfill the charter of SPA Bhopal towards imparting quality
education inclusive of environmental, social and cultural sustenance. It shall build a
comprehensive database of India through research and documentation. The Conservation
Programme aims at developing appropriate management and technical skills for conservation
practice in multidisciplinary environments. Thus, the trained professionals of this programme
shall provide leadership in conservation profession.
