The objective of the Third-semester studio of the MURP programme is to train the students in
urban planning techniques. Due to the pandemic, as the studio was conducted in on-line mode
and no site visits were possible to be conducted, it was decided to conduct the studio exercise
through secondary studies only.

The Draft Master Plan of Delhi 2041 was in the stage of discussion and deliberation before being
finalised. As Delhi has had a series of Master Plans which have been used across the country as
exemplary templates, a study of Delhi’s Master plan 2041 concerning the earlier ones, provides a
structured approach to analysing the evolution of the planning process with changes in socio-
political and economic thrusts. The studio exercise consisted of several modules, with different
thrusts to enable the students to learn different skills and techniques. The first stage included a
literature review of the theoretical approaches to planning as well as a history of Delhi, its growth
and transformation. The second stage consisted of an analysis of the previous master plan of
Delhi (MPD 2021) concerning the draft MPD2041. This stage involved incorporating stakeholders’
and civil society's views and opinions available in the public domain. This section culminated in
identifying the gaps in the draft MPD 2041. The next stages then focussed on addressing these
gaps and incorporating proposals in the MPD 2041. It was analysed that a focus on the urban
poor was lacking in the plan. Thus three main thrust areas were addressed in detail- (i) equitable
development of urban land including TP scheme areas and green belts (ii) affordable housing
including rental housing and (iii) informal economy including vendors, construction workers etc.
The studio exercise culminated with detailed analyses of the three thrust areas and integrated
proposals attempting to incorporate all three thrust areas in the Plan. Students learnt techniques
of quantitative analysis, GIS-based spatial analysis and land and real estate calculations as a part
of the studio. The studio included several discussions with experts from NIUA, DDA and others
involved with development in Delhi, as part of reviews and juries.

This studio exercise was intended to inculcate
‘. the knowledge and skill sets related to the
preparation of a district plan in line with the
principles outlined under different planning
and development guidelines. The exercise
would broadly include the (i) analysis of the
economic growth pattern of the district, (ii) analysis of the natural resource endowment of the
district, (iii) analysis of the settlement pattern of the district, (iv) identification of the key
developmental issues of the district, (v) recommendations of spatio-sectoral interventions for
the holistic development of the district. Varanasi district was identified for this studio exercise to
prepare the regional plan. Some basic information about the district was shared in brief with the
students.

The Master's students of Urban and Regional
Planning batch 2021-2023 have prepared Varanasi
Regional Plan for 2042. The class was divided into
seven groups, having five members in each group
to study the region meticulously in the domain of
its: Physical Setting and Environment, Land Use -
Land Cover Analysis & Settlement Pattern,
Context setting, Demography & Housing,
Economy, Tourism, Infrastructure, and
Connectivity.

Each group studied their respective sectors and the existing regional plans to understand the
parameters and indicators used to evaluate those sectors. Further establishment of Vision, Aim,
and Objective per the Uttar Pradesh state Vision, followed by secondary data collection, base
map preparation, and data gap identification. Students made a site visit to fulfil this data gap.

From 25th March to 3rd April 2022, they visited the Joint Commissioner of Industries offices, Vikas
Khand Office, Divisional Railway Manager (DRM) Office, and several other offices. The team also
visited Lathiya village near Chiraigaon and several tourist sites. There we had meetings with the
stakeholders and conducted surveys and interviews.

Library

The institute library’s objective is to support
the teaching, learning and research activities
of the institute in the dynamic environment.
Library serves users as a creative and
innovative partner in the fulfilling institute’s
mission, vision and goal. It functions as a
vital organ of the institute in the mission of
academic excellence.

Library houses quite a good number of print
and electronic resources in the field of
Architecture and Planning. The books are
arranged subject-wise for easy and quick
access.

activities were undertaken by the
Department.

The first-semester studio, from September
2021 to January 2022, aims to identify and find
solutions to the issues confronting the site of
Moti Masjid. For a holistic understanding of the
studio problem, the building was studied
through contextual studies, identification of
architectural and historical values associated
with the structure, understanding of the
building
and study of function, use and

structure and composition of
materials,
condition of the building. The study was
conducted through site studies and surveys,
research and documentation of oral history. A
preservation and maintenance manual was

formulated for Moti Masjid.

The second-semester studio, February to June
2022, attempts to comprehend the importance
of the smaller historic towns and discuss
strategies for urban conservation. India's

diverse architectural heritage is housed in the
areas of the older historic towns, reflecting
numerous characteristics. These towns have
been facing developmental pressures, due to
the growing pace of transformation resulting in
a process of gradual erosion of a traditional
pattern of the urban form of towns. The studio
aims to study Sehore Town, understand its
significance and identify values associated with
it. Due to new developments, growing
demands of globalization, the abandoned
industries in Sehore and the lack of heritage

44
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conservation initiatives are the root causes of
the deterioration of the heritage of Sehore,
which has succumbed to urbanization around
it. There is a need for a heritage-based
conservation initiative and to use heritage-led
development as a catalyst in the conservation
of this town. The studio intends to understand
the issues and challenges pertaining to the city
and propose urban conservation strategies for
Sehore city, with an approach of assessing the
city in terms of Historic Urban Landscape.

The regional level studio for the third semester,
September to January 2021, was a virtual studio
aimed at understanding the CULTURAL
REGION OF KRISHNAMAI RIVER. The long-

civilization. This inseparable relationship is seen
here and in the Krishna River, which is also

known as Krishna Mai. Mai denotes the status

of the mother. It originates in Mahabaleshwar,
the
Hamsaladevi, Andhra Pradesh. It is joined by

Maharashtra, and meets sea at
Bhima and Tungabhadra along the way. The
spatial setting of this unique riverine is its
culture with historic layers, cultural multiplicity,
and attached landscapes. The studies were
based on secondary surveys which include the
literature reviews and reports by ASI, WRI,
CGWHB,

research papers, books and literary works,

etc., archival evidence, thesis and
journals, newspapers, movies and
documentaries, OSM, SOl and BHUVAN maps,
etc. Secondary data is procured from the
database which helped in the preparation of a
base map using GIS techniques and the
preparation of various multi-layered maps. The
significance of the important features of the
Krishna River basin was recognized and the
challenges associated with them were also
identified. This elaborate study helped in
preparing the Conservation Policy for the

Krishna River Valley Basin.

During the Corona period of 2021 a field visit to
introduce the types of historical structures was
organized where the students visited Gohar
Mahal and Moti Masjid. The students also
participated in the world heritage week

organized by MP Tourism.
