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School of Planning and Architecture, located in central
India, in the city of lakes, Bhopal, derives its logo from a
semantic element of Malwa Architecture as the
background. This interwoven spiral water channel is in
shape of a sea-shell and symbolic of ‘Mahadev’ located in
front of Nilkantha Mahadev Temple of Mandu, the capital
of Malwa Sultanate. Devotees put flower at the inlet and
pray for their wish fulfillment. The water channel depicts
the path of struggle in the spirals and relief at the end of
wish fulfillment. With the spiral channel as background,
the logo uses the stylised shape of letter S representing
flame, P representing parachute and A representing wave
thus representing Agni, Vayu and Jal, the elements of
Architecture. The Sanskrit shloka at the bottom is the code

of conduct specified in the ‘Samrangana Sutradhar’,
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written by Raja Bhoj which means, “In architect must be
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well versed not only in Architecture but also in allied
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subjects”. The complete composition is a welcoming sign

Centre for Cultural Knowledge System (CCKS)

on 30™ April 2022, organised by CCKS Department of Conservation for the students of SPA Bhopal.

Heritage Walk at Ashapuri - The Department conducted a
heritage walk on Ashapuri temple site near Bhojpur (M.P.) in
February 2023. The aim of the walk was to brief the students
about the history of Nagar temples in Ashapuri and to explain
the difference between temples from various time periods. The
students were asked to identify the various parts of a Nagar
temple, to document the on-going restoration works at temple
no. 17, and to list out their observations and issues with the
work and critique in terms of its authenticity and integrity.

Workshops

Lime workshop - The Center conducted a two-day hands-on Lime Workshop on Lime Mortar and
Finishes in the campus on 27-28™ March 2023 for 60 students and professionals from Bhopal. The
workshop included presentation on lime, its properties, types, mortar and plaster preparation
process, display of all the raw materials and tools used in the process of mortar and plaster
preparation- a case of British Residency, Hyderabad, and a hands-on experience with lime
mortar/plaster preparation right from mixing and grinding to application.

At the end of the workshop, the students applied two different types of plaster with coloured
pigments on an exposed brick structure near the juice shop inside the college campus.
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Metal cleaning - The workshop in January 2023 was conducted as a part of the academic work where
the students of Conservation were instructed to use conventional methods using traditional
materials to clean few bronze and copper idols.

Centre for Human Centric Research (CHCR)

Center for Human Centric Research (CHCR), the multidisciplinary centre of the institute, works in
consonance with the ethos of the Institute Charter regarding Social Sustenance. The objective of
CHCR is to build a research-based body of knowledge derived from ethnographic, qualitative and
guantitative experimental paradigms to support a diverse human population otherwise marginalized
in past design practices. The centre practices 'equity by design' to include vulnerable populations like
persons with disabilities, elderly, women and child besides social and ethnic minorities. To attain its
objective, the centre functions in four major areas: (i) Identification of Research Priority Areas and
Networking; (ii) Education and Training; (iii) Research and Design Development and (iv)
Dissemination. It has worked with UNESCO, United Nations ESCAP, NID Ahmedabad, NID Bhopal, IIT
Kharagpur, UC Berkeley, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Accessibility India Campaign,
National Health Mission, ASI, NIOH, Arushi, DRONAH, Ability Unlimited, MMCF etc.

Publications include (i) Calendar of ‘Universal Design India Principles’; (ii) four special issues on CHCR
activities by ‘Design for All Institute of India’ and (iii) a book titled 'Uniting Differences’. Other than
these publications the associated faculty members continuously publish in the reputed journals on
the core themes. The centre regularly organizes special lectures, workshops, public exhibitions,
student competitions and awareness campaigns on topical themes at national and international
level. The centre was conferred upon NCPEDP-Universal Design Awards in 2012, 2013 and 2016
respectively by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of India. CHCR has a
prestigious running project called Design Innovation Center, (DIC) project of Ministry of Education,
Gol. The project titled ‘Universal Design Innovation for Heritage’ is focused to the development of an
innovative mobile APP to provide information on accessibility and safety at heritage sites. The
activities associated with the project will continue till 2026 in CHCR.
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Laboratories of the Institute:

Computer Lab

Network: The Computer Center of SPA Bhopal provides internet support to the Graphics Lab, GIS
lab, library, studios, hostels, faculty and staff terminals. There are more than 1000 users. High-speed
(1 GBPS) internet Wi-Fi/cable access is available throughout the institute campus. This facility is
offered by National Knowledge Network (NKN) - National Informatics Centre (NIC) Bhopal. NKN
facilitates sharing of educational material, research, services and library facilities with other
institutes in the country. It also provides high performance computing facilities, e-libraries, virtual
classrooms and a collection of a large database, all of which provide state-of-the-art access to
educational material at SPA Bhopal. The Computer Center also provides technical support to
students, faculty and staff of the institute. Highly qualified and experienced staff manages Web-
based email access, website maintenance and network-related issues. Computer center also
manages the new academic building network created through CPWD.

Security: In addition to an institute-wide policy for users, the Institute network has a firewall facility
to control unethical activities in the network. A well-designed wireless network provides a safe and
secure browsing experience in hostels, academic buildings & offices. To enhance security, the
Computer Center added SSL-based certificates to the institute's website.

Server: A high-end Blade server is used for the fast processing of data & applications. Dedicated
software is used by the institute library for online catalogs and seamless search on a separate server.
The accounts department of the institute uses Payroll software (Sarai and Tally) on a dedicated
server.

Web Space & Email services: The Institute hosts its own internal and external DNS server. Computer
Center also maintains a web space to host the institute website and other related web content. The
institute provides email services to Faculty, Staff and Students with Google G Suite using its own
Domain server.

Virtual Cloud services: The Computer Center provides the cloud spaces for different projects and
services of the Institute. This includes the web server provided to the DIC projects.

Power Backup services: The power back is available for the Server
Room, Library, Labs, Administration, Finance, Account and New
Academic Building to ensure uninterrupted services related to the
web portals and internet access.

Projector: The computer center manages all projector installation
and maintenance for use in various studios, labs, classrooms, and
conference rooms at the institute.

Survey Laboratory

The Survey Lab of the Institute is equipped with modern digital and non-digital types of equipment.
Survey lab serves the students of both undergraduate programs viz., Bachelor of Architecture and
Bachelor of Planning, as part of the academic exercise under their syllabus. Besides that students of
various postgraduate programs also use survey lab occasionally as per their academic needs. Survey
Lab contributes in internal survey exercises for institute development activities and participates in
Research & Consultancy works occasionally. The procurement process will soon be initiated for the
latest digital equipment such as New Total Station, Digital Level, and Distometers.

The institute has a fully equipped two laboratories with 37 Computers in each. The aim of the
laboratory is to equip the students with knowledge & practice of relevant & latest Software, so that
they can use these tools towards design development and implementation related drawings and
documents.

Architecture Workshop

The workshop at SPAB is a place of learning by making. It is a place where intense investigation,
ongoing discourse, prototypes, and models are used to explore ideas through physical form.
Students build things here to better understand their work; work that they recognize as being
specific to their objectives and to a particular place and time. They improve their skill in model-
making and produce models of their design projects to communicate their ideas and generate
dialogue. This practice inspires the students to pursue design critically, insightfully, and imaginatively
with great depth breadth and ambition. The workshop is equipped with hand tools and power tools
and machinery to accomplish aforesaid operations for model making and prototyping for the
scholars of architecture, planning and design department. Institute Programmes supported by
Architecture Workshop are B.Arch, B.Plan, M.Des, M.Arch (UD), M.Arch (Landscape), M.Plan (URP),
etc.

Architectural Workshop is 280 sgqm work space for architecture students to help develop their three
dimensional visual perception, improve their skill of model-making and produce models of their
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design projects. The workshop has dedicated spaces, machinery and technologies for working with a
wide range of tools and materials. The students learn proper use of tools, equipments and machines,
different techniques used in model making, selection of material according to need of design
project, and use of various material like wood, polystyrene acrylic, clay, plaster of Paris, paper and
metal.

In order to use the workshop the students attend an induction session and workshop practice
course. The induction clarifies what one can expect from the workshop, familiarizes with the health
and safety codes, and make them aware of the basic functions of equipment and available tools. The
workshop also houses a Material Library which has a rich collection of building materials used in the
construction industry. Other than all above, Climatology Equipments for teaching climate related
architecture subjects are also a part of this workshop.

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Study Tour

1. Bhopal to Amarkantak - 3rd Sem 2021 batch Section B

The purpose of this tour is to know the importance of vernacular architecture and how tribes use
local materials and traditional ideas in their region. The experiential learning at the trip increased
student’s interest, knowledge, and motivation. _43 students with 4 faculties went on a study tour of
7 days to Patangarh to study and understand about the vernacular architecture and their lifestyle of
2 tribes ‘Baiga’ and ‘Gond’. In the trip the students understood and learned about the tribal
communities,_ their Architectural techniques, their vernacular methods of construction, material
study, belief systems, customs, traditions, and their effect on their architecture from their
community. The different cultural landscapes influenced the ancient temple so the students studied
the Indian architectural heritage and natural beauty in Amarkantak. They documented settlements
in the specific area of the village Patangarh in several subgroups. They went to ‘Dagona’ waterfall
and trek in hilly areas for learning flora, fauna, and landscape of the in and around the village and
visited Gond art skill development center where they sell paintings and other handicrafts and got in-
depth understanding of the carnation process of Gond art and had some hands-on experience. It
helped them gain a better appreciation for their culture and itwas an enriching experience for all.

2. Bhopal to Hyderabad - B.Arch. 6" Sem Section B

On 7th Feb2023,the students went to the National Academy for Construction (NAC). There they had
a lecture with a guide, who taught them from scratch how a building is designed. The learning is as
following

e Look for a suitable site, which fulfills basic requirements like school, medical services, shopping
area, park etc.

e Suitable plot size, according to the type of building and proportion.

e Orientation of the building’

The students then visited various workshops, which helped them to understand various techniques
and precautions tobe take while doing different construction process.

e Masonry Workshop; different types of bonds- Flemish bond, English bond, rubble masonry, etc.

e Plumbing and Sanitation Workshop; type of traps, the height of fixtures, and installation method

e Formwork Carpentry Workshop; the age of wooden and iron frames, methods implemented on
site.

e Bar Bending Workshop: types of steel, tools used in bar bending, hooks and stirrups,
Conventional tools, Mechanization in bar bending.

o  Welding Workshop: welding process and safety precautions.

3. Indore — Chittorgarh-Udaipur-Kumbalgarh - B. Arch. 6" Sem Section A

A 6-day trip to Indore, Chittorgarh and Udaipur study tour was organized 5th February, 2023 to 11th
February, 2023 by and for the batch of 2020 Section A. This educational trip mainly focused on the
architectural case studies for the design studio of the students and was also a learning opportunity
in terms of the different architectural marvels present in the vibrant state of Rajasthan. Apart from
the academic case studies for their design studios, students, documented, collected, and learnt
about the different forts and historical structures present in Rajasthan.

Studio Sem | - Jul- Dec 2022

The architectural conservation studio, titled ‘Rediscovering the Built Heritage of Bhopal’, was a
preliminary conservation project for the first semester of Masters in Architecture.lt involved a
precise understanding of approaches, aspects and techniques of heritage building conservation
through research, documentation, condition assessment, structural analysis and critical evaluation.
With the study, the students tried to establish Bhopal as a Cultural and Heritage precinct.

Studio Sem IlI- Jan2023- May 2023

The students of Batch 2021-2023 did a research on the history of Sirpur town in Chattisgarh and
carried out detailed documentation of the existing heritage buildings to establish its significance, in
their Il Sem. Chhattisgarh is an unexplored area, and the study will strengthen the heritage value of
the state, which is primarily tribal in nature. The studio identified the heritage of Sirpur and
formulated guidelines to prove its potential for being a World Heritage Site. There are many such
sites around Sirpur like Malhar, Rajim, Arang etc, and the site findings will help in enhancing the
archaeological importance as well as the presentation of archaeological sites across the country.

Photogrammetry

Six students from the Department of Conservation were selected as a team along with two other
teams from SPA, Delhi and JMI respectively by Factum Foundation, for an online workshop on
Photogrammetry in Architecture, where they were introduced to make efficient use of photography
in documenting a heritage structure using the software “Reality Capture”. License for the software
was provided for one computer per team and the workshop happened in two sessions held on 25
March and 1% April.

The license was provided for a week’s duration in which the team tried documenting the Baoli of
BadaBagh in Bhopal using the knowledge gained from the workshop.

Documentation of Mulagandha KutiVihar, Sarnath, Varanasi (U.P.)

The students of Il Sem were asked to document the 104 years old structure of Mulagandha Kuti
Viharin detail, in order to carry out an assessment and find the possible areas of defects and provide
a conservation plan for the structure. The students were also given a chance to have hands on
experience in treatment of blackening of the stones. Few areas with the defect were identified and
cleaned with the help of Hydrogen Peroxide. The whole workshop gave a hands-on experience on
how a structure is documented and its condition mapping is done.

The students participated and volunteered at the G20 50" UNESCO Sub-Regional Conference on
World Heritage at Minto Hall, Bhopal. The students displayed their thesis abstracts and studio work
at the SPAB stall.
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Heritage Walk

The Department conducted a heritage walk on Ashapuri temple site near Bhojpur (M.P.). The aim of
the walk was to brief the students about the history of Nagar temples in Ashapuri and to explain the
difference between temples from various time periods. The students were asked to identify the
various parts of a Nagar temple, to document the on-going restoration works at temple no. 17, and
to list out their observations and issues with the work and critique in terms of its authenticity and
integrity.

The photographs of the heritage sites were taken by the
students of Conservation.

Documentary

Department of Conservation released a multilingual documentary series '‘BharathBhramanam'
portraying the built heritage of India, on the department’s YouTube channel on the World Heritage
Day 2023.

The documentary is the outcome of an exercise given to the postgraduate students of Architectural
Conservation of SPA Bhopal. The students were asked to study and video graph a historic structure
in their respective hometowns. The documentary is a collection of videos featuring the built heritage
of India, diverse in their cultural backgrounds, typologies, and locations. The students’ mother
tongue or the regional language was chosen to narrate, to keep the essence of the place intact.

Awards and Recognition

The students of present IV Sem did a research on the history of Sehore town and carried out detailed
documentation of the existing heritage buildings in Sehore to establish its significance, in their Il
Sem. They identified the historic core, all the historic structures and premises, illustrated the issues,
threats and challenges through various maps, drawings, sketches, photographs, etc., and gave
necessary proposals in order to conserve the heritage.

The students presented their studio work to Shri Praveen Singh Adhayach, IAS, Collector, Sehore
(M.P.). They briefed the officials on the issues and challenges and proposed building level
conservation, adaptive reuse, heritage walks, training of local community to create awareness and
provide employment.The Collector praised the quantum and quality of the work and asked the
students to submit a brochure of the documentation.

4) To work on design thinking and community interfaces through dialoging, action research,
participatory decision making through conventional and narrative research techniques

5) To understand cities through newly emerging technologies. Use and application of spatial,
sensory tools in documentation and intervention.

Outline of Urban Design Teaching-Learning processes:
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AUD - 0101 DESIGN STUDIO - | (July-Dec 2022):

Envisioning the future of the erstwhile capital city project at Bhopal and the sector — neighborhood
models of the capital project.

The intent of the studio was to develop student’s skill set in urban design. It involved
conceptualization and visualization through consideration of contemporary urban design issues and
included documentation and analysis of urban form and process, understanding site context, and
urban environment with an emphasis on the public realm. The final output also involved students in
understanding the phasing aspects of the project culminating in sensitive interventions in the
precincts. In the final phase, students focused on detailed site-specific recommendations, place
making and representation.
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MAUD - 0201 DESIGN STUDIO — II- Jodhpur City (Jan-May 2023):

This year, the second semester's design studio (MAUD0201) undertook an urban design study of
Jodhpur city from the perspective of urban networks and systems. The studio analyses the city of
Jodhpur through its different kinds of networks such as transport, water, sewage, electricity, and the
traditional water network of baaolis and jhalaras and traditional art & crafts. Spread across ten days,
from 03 February to 13 February 2023, students stayed in the city and collected first-hand
information on history, culture, urban planning, and various government policy currently being
implemented in Jodhpur.

In the early days, students visited various offices, such as Jodhpur Development Authorities, to
understand the urban planning issues of Jodhpur city. Deputy Town Planner, Mr. Anju Agrawal of
IDA, delivered a lecture on Urban Planning of Jodhpur, followed by an interactive session where
students actively discussed future ideas for the historical city as well as the modern aspirations of
the urban development among the people of Jodhpur.

On day three, a special interactive session was held with local architect-activist Ar. Anu Mridul, a
well know name for reinvigorating the traditional water conservation structures in Jodhpur city. Ar.
Anu talked about various problems and opportunities in revising Jodhpur's traditional water
conservation structures and networks. He presented some of his innovative work in the same area
and briefed students about the possible approaches they could take to analyze the city.

MAUD - 0301 DESIGN STUDIO - Il (July-Dec 2022): Urban Transformation

The studio critically looked at old core and one of the peripheries of the city of Indore and urban
design issues in the context of fragile ecology in that area. The other group of students studied the
smart city’s area-based development in the old core of Indore through various lenses of politics,
economy, socio-cultural dynamics. Three large wetlands (Sirpur, Bilawali, and Pipliyahana) are
basically backwaters that help flood control in Indore. However, none of these lakes are protected
and conserved. The study objective was to investigate the role of urban design in shaping such
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environments from the perspective of the environment, ecosystem, imageability, identity, and
consolidation.

One Day One, students undertook a general study of the city’s urban structure, transport, urban
extensions and inner core dynamics in the background of development plan of Indore. Later in the
week, an expert talk by Shri Bhalchandra Mondhe, environmentalist, photographer, activist, nature
lover and also a founder of Nature’s Volunteers, an NGO, further enlightened students on the issues
of wetland conservation and urban expansion of the city of Indore. Mr. Mondhe, with his extensive
research on Sirpur and Bilawali waterbodies explained students the ecological functioning vis a vis
urban growth of Indore. The second group of students studying the inner city of Indore city analyzed
the impact of the smart city’s Area Based Development (ABD) on social, economic, and spatial
aspects of old core of Indore. Students also had an academic interaction with the Indore Smart City
Private Limited office, Ms. Roopal Chopra, assistant planner guided them about the various projects
undergoing smart city mission. The students finally delivered an urban design approach to sensitively
deal with the issues of peri-urban growth and its ecological counterpart. The inner-city group
provided a more place specific, context-based approach to the continuously transforming core.

The second semester studio exercise focused on water centric planning of a region for adopting
sustainable pathways to improve the quality of life in settlements and advance the risk-resilience
agenda. This studio was in collaboration with an international organisation UNICEF, Madhya Pradesh
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who gave their technical and financial support for field visit, workshop, and report preparation. The
studio emphasizes on the vulnerable community, women and children as integral part of planning
proposal focusing on districts and select gram Panchayats (GPs). Water stressed and a flood prone
region of Madhya Pradesh—Alirajpur and Chhatarpur district were selected as case study for this
purpose. Students of second semester initiated the study by appreciating the uniqueness of the
region, conducted focused group discussions with the residents, children, and women; conducted
meeting with the line departments. Based on the preliminary investigations, a vision for improving
the Quality of life through Climate Resilience and Socially Equitable Development focusing on
Natural Resource Centric Spatial Planning of the region by 2035 was established. The students were
also engaged in sensitization and dissemination workshops for various stakeholders. They analyzed
the exiting issues, challenges and potential of the region and proposed phase-wise development of
the GPs with innovative techniques. With the support of UNICEF and Public Health Department
Madhya Pradesh, the students received live exposure on the spatial planning project. The studio
outcome was Climate Resilient Spatial Development Plan (CRSDP) for the 13 selected Gram
Panchayats of the district which was submitted to various government offices for their
consideration.

The third-semester studio exercise was focused on urban-scale issues. Consequently, the theme of
the studio exercise was decided as ‘Integration of Climate Resilience into Urban Spatial Plans’. The
city of Indore in the state of Madhya Pradesh was selected as the study area. The focus of the studio
was to transform the city of Indore into a climate-resilient and net zero by 2047. And studio exercise
aimed to develop a climate-resilient development plan for the city of Indore through zonal planning
strategies. The study attempted to develop a method for integrating climate resilience into the
urban development planning process. The studio work was initiated with the literature review of
case studies, indices and frameworks related to climate resilience and disaster risk reduction. The
outcome of this literature review was the identification of indicators across nine sectors.
Concurrently, several urban development plans were studied such as Indore Development Plan,
Bhopal Development Plan, Nagpur Master Plan, Mumbai Climate Action Plan etc.

The overall literature review formed the basis for the formulation of the aim and objectives of the
studio exercise. The entire batch of the third semester undertook the field visit to the study area for
data collection. During the field visit primary surveys such as resident interviews, stakeholder
consultation, special site visits and perception and awareness surveys were conducted. The collected
data, urban growth direction assessment was undertaken through Shannon’s Entropy Method and
Land Suitability Analysis to find future growth directions for the city of Indore. A Greenhouse Gas
Emission Assessment was conducted to ascertain the baseline status of GHG emissions in Indore.
Also, the urban level and zonal level climate resilience performance of Indore was assessed for the
selection of critical zones and critical sectors. The outcome of this exercise was the development
‘Climate Resilient Development Plan of Indore for the horizon year of 2047’ which incorporated the
mitigation and adaptation strategies at the city level focusing on emission reduction in critical
sectors, spatial planning strategies and recommendations at the zonal level and an appropriate
institutional framework for the same.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the School of Planning and
Architecture (SPA), Bhopal as at 31 March 2023; the Income and Expenditure
Accounts and the Receipts and Payments Account for the year ended on that date,
under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and
Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. These financial statements are the responsibility of
the SPA's management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial
statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and

Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to

classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards

and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection

Reports/ CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3 We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally

accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to

obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatements. Audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences
supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. Audit also includes
assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements.

We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that:

(i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of
our knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

(ii) The Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and
Payments Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format
approved by the Ministry of Education, Government of India vide order no.
29-4/2012-1FD dated 17 April 2015.

(iii)  In our opinion, proper books of account and other relevant records have been
maintained by the SPA, Bhopal in so far as it appears from our examination of

such books.

Current Liabilities & Provisions (Schedule-3) - 37.04 crore

This does not include 2 0.66 lakh being provision required to be made on
account of payment of solar power generation for the month of March 23
being paid in April 2023. This resulted in understatement of Current

Liabilities and Provisions as well as Expenditure by % 0.66 lakh.

General
According to Form-65 of CPWD and advance (paid 31-March cleared in

April-23) amounting to ¥ 8.70 crore was deposited with CPWD as of March
2023 whereas as per Loan, Advances & Deposits ( schedule-8) advance to
CPWD is depicted by Z 8.32 crore. Thus, there is a difference of X 0.38 crore.
This needs reconciliation with CPWD.

One 33 KVA electrical sub-station has been accounted for under building
assets instead of electrical installation & equipment, and accordingly
depreciation has been charged ( from 2018-19 to 2022-23) @ 2 percent instead

of 5 percent as prescribed under MoE format of acconts.

Income from investment (Schedule-11)-This includes ¥ 77.66 lakh being
interest earned on term deposits (FDR/TDR) with bank and on saving bank
accounts. As per the revised format of financial statements for Central Higher
Educational Institutions (CHEIs) read with notes and instructions for
compilation of financial statements issued by MHRD, interest income earned
on term deposit and saving bank accounts (other than earmarked/ endowment
funds and other investments) are required to be exhibited under Interest
earned (Schedule-12) and not under income from investment (Schedule-11).

Hence, above was not in consonance with prescribed format of accounts.

Management Letter
Deficiencies which have not been included in the Separate Audit Report have

been brought to the notice of the Director, School of Planning and
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Architecture (SPA), Bhopal through a Management Letter issued separately

for remedial /corrective action.

D. Grants-in-aid
During the year, the Institute received grants-in-aid(GIA) of ¥ 35.15 crore
(including ¥6.34 crore received in March 2023) and interest earned
¥ 0.27 crore on GIA. In addition to the above, it had unspent balance of
¥ 21.58 crove (including ¥ 0.34 crore of interest on GIA) of the previous year.
Thus out of the total available grants of T 57.00 crore. the Institute utilized an
amount of ¥ 41.39 crore (capital utilization T 12.38 crore + revenue utilization
¥ 29.01 crore) and ¥ 0.34 crore refunded to the Ministry leaving unutilized

amount of ¥ 15.27 crore (this includes ¥ 0.27 crore of interest on GIA) at the

end of the year.

(v)  Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the
Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments

Account dealt with by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts,

Audit Report give a true and fair view in conformity with accounting
