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From the Director’s Desk

School of Planning and Architecture (SPA) Bhopal is an Institution of National Importance under the
Ministry of Education, Government of India. Since 2008 we have been developing an ecosystem of
academics, research and innovation. Our commitment to sustainable practices and cutting-edge
technology in architecture, planning, and design aims to empower future generations to respond to
emerging needs of the built environment. As Director of SPA Bhopal, | am honoured to present the
Annual Report of School of Planning and Architecture Bhopal for the Financial Year 2024-25. This
document summarises the key milestones in academics, research, and community engagement in
the last financial year. Our future endeavours will endeavour to contribute to the continuous progress
in the fields of Architecture, Planning, and Design.

The theme of this year’s annual report is “Innovating Without Limits” as the institute has taken major
strides in innovative practices in academics, research and in campus design. The events
summarised in the next sections are a testimony of innovations undertaken in SPA Bhopal.

Following are the milestones in academic, research and outreach during the last financial year. We
remained committed to fostering exceptional education, nurturing talent, and transforming students
into accomplished professionals through value-based education. There is a balanced representation
across genders among the students admitted this year, with more than 53% of enrolled students
being females. At our Eleventh Convocation Ceremony, held on October 25, 2024, degrees were
awarded to a total of 263 graduates, including 125 undergraduates, 129 Postgraduates, and 9
doctoral scholars. Professor Kishore Kumar Basa, Chairman, National Monuments Authority,
Government of India, was the esteemed Chief Guest for the event.

The institute also hosted the Two-Day National Conference on Environment Conducive Design and
Planning for Sustainable Living (HARIT), on 7- 8 November 2024. The event brought together
experts and practitioners to share insights and experiences in sustainable design and planning. The
conference emphasized the need for mindset shifts, community engagement, and local solutions for
sustainability.

A significant achievement has been the preparation of the Comprehensive Conservation
Management Plan for North Block and South Block, Central Vista, New Delhi under the guidance of
Dr. Kailasa Rao as its Principal Investigator, awarded by the Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs,
as part of the Yuge Yugeen Bharat National Museum project, the largest proposed museum of the
World.

The Centre of Urban Planning for Capacity Building under AMRUT 2.0, funded by the Ministry of
Housing and Urban Affairs (MoHUA) was set up in SPA Bhopal and started conducting research
projects and capacity building workshops in different thematic domains including heritage, mobility,
housing and environment. The Centre for Land and Real Estate was also established to offer
executive and degree programmes and undertake research activities in the focus domains of the
Centre. With the establishment of these two new centres, the institute now houses eight
multidisciplinary centres working in diverse domains.

Throughout the last year, our students excelled in various national and international events, bringing
laurels to the institute. Their achievements include participation and winning in many prestigious
academic events, including design competitions, best thesis awards, paper publications and
conference presentations as well as sports and cultural accolades.

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The faculty at our institution have made significant contributions in research and academia during
the last year. Two patents were granted this year for ‘System and Method for Accessing Heritage
Sites Information for Persons with Disability’ and for ‘Systems and Methods of Transformational
Analysis of Buildings and Land Parcels’, both developed under projects being conducted in the
Design Innovation Centre, funded by the Ministry of Education. Additionally, faculty members
published scholarly articles in renowned journals and presented research at esteemed conferences
globally, while also serving on academic committees and delivering guest lectures at distinguished
institutions. More than 35 research and consultancy projects are being undertaken by faculty teams.
Significant projects awarded in this financial year include a DST project titled Industrial Odyssey: A
digital passage to explore Karnataka’s Industrial heritage and the Urban Act project - Building
Climate Resilience in Urban India: Review of Policies, Regulations and Governance for Climate
Sensitive Spatial Planning, which is a multi-nation study in the five countries. The project is being
implemented by TERI, GIZ India, and the National Institute of Urban Affairs (NIUA), in close
collaboration with the project's regional partners. SPA Bhopal is one of the partner institutes.

The institute strives to inculcate value-based education among its students and faculty. Two events
were conducted to foster the spirit of universal human values in education. A 5-day Faculty
Development workshop on Universal Human Values by AICTE was organised at the School of
Planning and Architecture between 9 and 13 December 2024. 80 participants, including faculty from
SPA Bhopal and other institutions attended the workshop and deliberated on the importance of
human values in today's context with emphasis on education. A Student Induction Program (SIP) for
new students of the 2024-25 academic year was also held to help them integrate with the institute
and its systems. During the programme, students had the opportunity to learn from experts about
self-management, health, relationships, and society and participate in various group activities
including yoga and other hands-on cultural events.

The institute has an active Training, Placement and Alumni Cell. The Cell actively coordinated with
reputed organizations across multiple disciplines with more than 1,000 placement invitations being
sent across cities nationwide. 40-50 new companies expressed interest in conducting recruitment
drives. Alumni form the backbone of industry academia linkage, and more than 1000 alumni have
registered as members of the School of Planning and Architecture Bhopal Alumni Association
(SPABAA). The first Alumni Meet was organized at the institute in January 2025.There is a vibrant
campus life, and the Student Council celebrated several cultural events with great enthusiasm in the
institute campus.

The institute continues to expand its laboratories and resource centres including the Library,
Computer Centre, Graphics Lab, GIS Lab, Transportation Lab, Environmental Monitoring Lab,
Ergonomics Lab and the newly set up Plant Lab. The Campus development is in its final stages with
extensive landscaping work being undertaken. The 400 capacity Auditorium was inaugurated on 26™

Computer Centre

The Computer Centre at the School of Planning and Architecture (SPA) Bhopal serves as the
backbone of the institution’s digital infrastructure. It provides comprehensive IT support across the
campus, ensuring seamless connectivity through high-speed internet and Wi-Fi access. The Centre
manages over a thousand active users, maintaining web-based email systems, website services,
and robust network security. SPA Bhopal’s integration with the National Knowledge Network (NKN)
enables access to national educational resources, research databases, and virtual classrooms. The
Centre oversees campus-wide LAN and Wi-Fi networks, digital projectors, and cloud-based
services, ensuring uninterrupted learning and research experiences. The recent adoption of the
Samarth ERP Portal marks a major step toward digitizing and streamlining academic and
administrative functions at SPA Bhopal.
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Laboratories
Graphics Laboratory

The Institute has two state-of-the-art computer laboratories, each equipped with 37 workstations,
providing students with hands-on experience in utilizing the latest software relevant to the fields of
architecture and planning. The laboratories are outfitted with a comprehensive range of industry
standard software, including Autodesk (3ds Max, AutoCAD, Revit, Inventor), graphics software,
Corel draw, and Photoshop, as well as 2D/3D image rendering tools. All workstations have internet
access via broadband and wireless connections, and students also have access to predefined
software libraries for CAD, Revit, and other Autodesk products, facilitating further skill development
and enhancement.

GIS Laboratory

The Geographic Information Systems and Remote Sensing curriculum combines theoretical
knowledge, software application, and hands-on training. In support of this, the GIS laboratory is
equipped with 26 high-performance workstations, A3 printer/scanner, 16-button topo mouse, NVIDIA
3D goggles, 5 Trimble GPS, and 2 DGPS (Trimble and Leica). The software suite comprises the
latest versions of ArcGIS Desktop, ERDAS Imagine, IRDISI TAIGA, Leica Photogrammetric Suites,
with multiple user licenses for each and open-source alternatives. Additionally, the laboratory has
access to satellite data, including LISS-1ll & IV MX, CARTOSAT-I, & Il, STEREO CARTOSAT-I for
the cities Bhopal, Indore, Ujjain, Dewas, Jabalpur, Gwalior, Thimphu, and WORLD VIEW-2, covering
various cities including Bhopal, Ashapuri, Sanchi.

Survey Laboratory

The Survey Laboratory at the Institute is well-equipped with state-of-the-art digital and non-digital
equipment, catering to the academic needs of undergraduate students pursuing Bachelor of
Architecture and Bachelor of Planning programmes. Additionally, postgraduate students also utilize
the laboratory's facilities as required. The Survey Laboratory plays a vital role in supporting internal
survey exercises for institutional development initiatives and participates in research and
consultancy projects.

Environmental Monitoring & Assessment Laboratory

The Environmental Monitoring & Assessment Laboratory is equipped with instruments for assessing
air, water, and land quality. Portable dust monitors measure respirable particles (PM10, PM2.5,
PM1), while the Water Analyzer 371 evaluates parameters like pH, turbidity, and dissolved oxygen.
Sound level meters assess noise levels in decibels, and environment meters measure temperature,
humidity, and wind speed. Thermohydrometers also monitor temperature and humidity. The DISTO
X4 laser meter ensures accurate outdoor distance measurements. Analytical balances provide
precise mass measurement with advanced features like EMFC and internal calibration. The lab
supports research, policy-making, and sustainable environmental management.

Equipment’s available in the Laboratory are: Portable Respirable Dust Monitor EPAM-5000, Water
Analyser-371, Sound Level meter, Environment meter (ME-9000), Thermohydrometer (testo 608-
H1), Disto X-4, Analytical Weighing Balance.
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Transportation Lab

The Transport Planning Studio provides access to the licensed version of PTV Visum and PTV
Vissim, one of the most widely used software platforms for transport modelling and analysis. This
enables master students and PhD scholars to carry out advanced tasks such as demand forecasting,
traffic assignment, and network optimization with industry-standard tools. The department also
provides access to GIS software like ArcGIS and QGIS.

Plant Lab

The Plant Lab, established in 2023 behind the academic block, functions as a 75 sqm greenhouse
and nursery for practical learning. It supports courses like Plant Systematics, Landscape Technology
and Planting Design, providing hands-on experience in plant growth and maintenance. The facility
houses around 20,000 plants, contributing to ongoing landscape development around the Satpura
block and serving as a vital resource for the institute.

Centres
Centre for Cultural Knowledge Systems (CCKS)

The Centre for Cultural Knowledge Systems (CCKS) focuses on the preservation, documentation,
and revitalization of India’s tangible and intangible heritage. Collaborating with organizations such
as Madhya Pradesh Tourism and MP Urban Development Company Limited, the Centre has
undertaken projects involving documentation and significance assessment of heritage sites including
palaces, forts, and traditional settlements. CCKS has also provided expert inputs to state-level
agencies on strategies for conserving physical cultural assets in historic towns facing urbanization
pressures. Its work aims to bridge traditional cultural narratives with contemporary planning and
design practices.

Centre of Excellence in City Logistics Management (CoE-CLM)

The Centre of Excellence in City Logistics Management (CoE-CLM) at SPA Bhopal has been
established with support from the Deutsche Gesellschaft fir Internationale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ)
GmbH under the guidance of the Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT),
Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India. The Centre serves as a national
knowledge and capacity-building hub focusing on urban freight systems, logistics planning, and
supply chain efficiency. CoE-CLM undertakes research, consultancy, and policy advisory projects
with government bodies and industry partners, addressing challenges in last-mile delivery,
multimodal integration, and sustainable logistics for Indian cities.

Centre for Geoinformatics (CGl)

The Centre for Geoinformatics (CGI) at SPA Bhopal is a nodal platform for advancing spatial
technologies and their applications in planning and governance. The Centre maintains a digital
spatial data repository and offers training in emerging tools such as GIS, remote sensing, and spatial
analytics. It promotes the integration of geospatial intelligence into urban and regional planning
processes, enhancing evidence-based decision-making and research collaborations across
disciplines.

Centre for Human Centric Research (CHCR)

The Centre for Human Centric Research (CHCR) embodies SPA Bhopal’'s commitment to social
inclusion and universal design. The Centre focuses on “equity by design,” conducting
interdisciplinary research to address the needs of vulnerable populations including persons with
disabilities, women, children, the elderly, and marginalized communities. CHCR has collaborated
with UNESCO, UN ESCAP, and IIT Kharagpur, and has been recognized with multiple NCPEDP-
Universal Design Awards. Key publications include Universal Design India Principles, Uniting
Differences, and thematic collaborations with the Design for All Institute of India. Presently, CHCR
leads the Design Innovation Centre project supported by the Ministry of Education, titled Universal
Design Innovation for Heritage, which is developing a mobile application for enhancing accessibility
at heritage sites.
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Centre for Indian Knowledge Systems in Town Planning (CIKSTP)

Established in 2022 with support from the Indian Knowledge Systems Division, Ministry of Education
(MoE) at AICTE, the Centre for Indian Knowledge Systems in Town Planning (CIKSTP) explores
and revitalizes traditional Indian wisdom embedded in urban and regional planning practices. The
Centre examines ancient texts and archaeological evidence to understand how Indian cities were
historically shaped by geography, governance, cosmology, and collective living. Through
interdisciplinary research combining planning, architecture, iconography, archaeology, and history,
CIKSTP aims to reinterpret and contextualize these knowledge systems for contemporary urban
challenges. Its mission is to bridge the gap between ancient Indian thought and modern planning
paradigms, promoting a more sustainable, inclusive, and culturally rooted urban future.

Centre for Land and Real Estate

A Centre for Land and Real Estate intending to contribute significantly to urban development
activities in the country, has been set up in SPA Bhopal. This Centre intends to undertake research,
education and capacity building as a three-pronged approach for tackling land and real estate-based
approaches to emerging urban development scenarios. It intends to bring together agencies and
professionals in a bid to co-create knowledge and impart skills for catering to the imminent need of
urban development professionals working in the domains of land and real estate. The Centre was
approved in the 54" BoG meeting of SPA Bhopal in October 2024, and is in its initial stages of
development.

Centre of Urban Planning for Capacity Building (CUPCB)

The Centre of Urban Planning for Capacity Building (CUPCB) has been established at SPA Bhopal
under the AMRUT 2.0 scheme of the Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs (MoHUA), Government
of India, for the years 2024-26. The Centre focuses on training and capacity enhancement of urban
stakeholders including city mayors, municipal commissioners, engineers, elected representatives,
and urban professionals. CUPCB supports the AMRUT 2.0 mission objectives through structured
workshops, e-learning, and practical demonstration projects. It has also set up two specialized
laboratories—Digital Documentation for Heritage Structures and Urban Development (DDHSUD) and
Traditional Construction Systems Testing and Evaluation (TCSTE)-that integrate digital twin
technologies to support documentation, evaluation, and simulation studies.

National Centre for Spatial Rural Development Plan (NCSRDP)

The National Centre for Spatial Rural Development Plan (NCSRDP) at SPA Bhopal has been
designated by the Ministry of Panchayati Raj (MoPR) as the national secretariat for advancing Rural
Spatial Development Plans across India. The Centre’s mandate includes preparing model
frameworks, supporting the Committee on Rural Model Transformation Act, and enhancing the
spatial planning capacities of Gram Panchayats. Through applied research, knowledge exchange,
and capacity-building initiatives, NCSRDP promotes spatially informed rural development and
sustainable growth.

Through transformative
education and forward-thinking pedagogy, we empower students to become leaders who redefine
the built environment and contribute meaningfully to a sustainable and inclusive future. To be a
national leader in architectural education by fostering innovation, advancing pedagogical excellence,
and promoting cutting-edge research that shapes the future of the built environment.

Architectural Design Studios & Study Tours

As part of the architectural design curriculum, SPA Bhopal organized several field-based study tours
in February 2025, aligning with the studio objectives of each semester. The tours provided hands-
on exposure to real-world architectural contexts, enabling students to connect theoretical learning
with built environments, spatial qualities, and cultural narratives.

Studio 1 Semester (Aug to December 2024)

Studio 2nd Semester (Jan to May 2025) - Pavilion Design (9%9 m): Reflecting Lucknow’s Identity
(Section A) and Understanding Streets as Human-Scale, Multifunctional Spaces (Section B)
The second-semester design studio encouraged students to explore the poetic, sensory, and

symbolic dimensions of space through small-scale design. The goal was to move beyond perceiving
architecture merely as a functional product and instead engage with space as a medium for
metaphor, emotion, and cultural expression. A study tour to Lucknow (9-16 February 2025) provided
direct engagement with Mughal, Awadhi, and colonial architectural styles. Students visited sites such
as Bara Imambara, Rumi Darwaza, The Residency, and Ambedkar Park. Sketching, photography,
and spatial analysis helped them understand architectural symbolism and identity, which informed
their pavilion designs. Another design exercise centered on the relationship between architecture,
commerce, and community in traditional Indian streetscapes. A study tour to Orchha, Datia, and
Khajuraho (9-15 February 2025) exposed students to historic urban fabrics shaped by Rajput and
Mughal influence. Through local engagement, spatial documentation, and analysis of street life and
marketplaces, students gained insight into human-centric and multifunctional spatial planning.

Studio 3 Semester (July to December 2024)

Design Inspired by Nature, Vernacular Architecture, and Climate- Responswe Strategles

The fourth-semester studio focused on modular, small-scale frame structures with horizontal
circulation and climate-responsive design, particularly for transient and hospitality spaces. A study
tour along the Pune-Mumbai corridor (8-16 February 2025) allowed students to analyze typologies
such as Zostels, motels, and highway rest stops. Case studies emphasized repetition, circulation,
and site adaptability under real-world conditions. Another studio exercise involved the design of
functional buildings such as incubation centers and schools, addressing service integration,
structural logic, and contextual aesthetics. The study tour to Ahmedabad, Patan, Bhuj, Rann of
Kutch, and Dholavira (10-17 February 2025) exposed students to vernacular settlements, heritage
structures, and notable works by Indian architects, deepening their understanding of materiality,
spatial organization, and architectural narrative.

Studio 5% Semester (July to December 2024)

Large-span Cultural Public Buildings

The fifth-semester architecture studio focused on designing a large-span cultural public building
within the heritage context of Orchha, Madhya Pradesh. The studio emphasized integrating
architectural expression, structural systems, and contextual sensitivity to create inclusive and
multifunctional public spaces that address both heritage and contemporary needs. Before the main
design exercise, students conducted background studies on Orchha’s evolution, architectural
history, and socio-cultural character. A field visit to Orchha further enhanced this understanding
through direct engagement with the site’s heritage fabric, spatial rhythms, and local materials.
Building upon these learnings, students designed proposals such as Cultural Centres, Tourist
Interpretation Facilities, and Spiritual Retreats, demonstrating sensitivity to heritage, climate, and
inclusivity.

Studio 6th Semester (Jan to May 2025) - Urban Buildings with Advanced Services and Planning
(Section A); Habitat Centres and Shopping Complexes (Section B)

This semester’s studio emphasized the design of multifunctional, service-intensive buildings within
urban contexts, considering practical aspects of byelaws, zoning, and utilities. A study tour to
Chennai, Kanchipuram, Mahabalipuram, and Pondicherry (7-15 February 2025) included visits to
temples, planned zones, and Auroville, enhancing students’ understanding of urban fabric, heritage
integration, and sustainable design. Another studio component focused on mixed-use development
and adaptive reuse, exploring the relationship between historic and modern built environments. A
study tour to Delhi and Jaipur (9-14 February 2025) engaged students with commercial and cultural
precincts, fostering learning in accessibility, functionality, heritage preservation, and user-centric
spatial design.

Large-Scale Hospitality Projects

The seventh-semester studio centered on designing a five-star hotel in Bhopal. The program
included guest rooms, suites, specialty restaurants, banquet halls, conference facilities, wellness
zones, and back-of-house areas. The design emphasized sustainability, climate responsiveness,
and cultural integration, using strategies such as passive cooling, solar energy utilization, rainwater
harvesting, and landscaped courtyards. Interdisciplinary coordination was a key element, as
students collaborated with structural, MEP (mechanical, electrical, and plumbing), and interior
design teams to align architectural intent with engineering feasibility and operational efficiency. The
project aimed to deliver a luxurious, efficient, and contextually sensitive hospitality experience rooted
in ecological responsibility.

Studio 8™ Semester (January to April 2024) -

Urban Design Studio: Reimagining Bhopal’s Identity

The eighth-semester Urban Design Studio 2024, titled Bhopal at 40: Redefining the Narrative,
explored the city’s evolution forty years after the 1984 Gas Tragedy. Using the Union Carbide India
Limited (UCIL) site as the focal point, students engaged with themes of memory, stigma, and
resilience through urban design frameworks. The studio sought to transform Bhopal’s narrative from
one anchored in tragedy to one celebrating recovery, inclusivity, and ecological renewal. Through a
whole-to-part methodology, students began by reading the city’s physical, ecological, and social
layers, followed by thematic analysis and design interventions at macro and micro scales. The
projects integrated environmental, social, and spatial regeneration to propose sustainable urban
futures.

Vision

The two-year postgraduate programme in Urban Design at the School of Planning and Architecture,
Bhopal, explores the multidisciplinary nature of the discipline in offering a flexible and inclusive
academic path, encouraging students to engage in contemporary thoughts and the design process
in the urban domain. The spatial engagement lies in the emerging urban morphologies in India,
specifically, and placing them in the context of Asian and world cities. The urban design curriculum
focuses on how critical regionalism can feed into the program and inform urban design thinking.
Emphasis is on the 'Indianness' of the program through the study of theory, writing on Indian cities
and Indian urbanism thinking.

Studio Activities

Studio 1st Semester (July to December 2024)

Precinct-based studio

A study tour for M. Arch (Urban Design) students was conducted in Udaipur from 1st to 9th
September 2024. The tour focused on four urban precincts, evaluating themes like ecosystems,
lakes, heritage, and tourism. Students observed various activities, interacted with local historians,
and visited organizations and town planning departments. They also had an interactive session with
Ar. Akhilesh Tank on Udaipur's water systems, landform, and cultural aspects. The tour helped
students understand urban complexities and develop guidelines for urban design interventions.

Studio 2nd Semester (Jan to April 2025)
Hyderabad Studio

The Hyderabad field trip combined literature
grounding, on-site immersion, stakeholder
interactions, and precinct-level explorations to
produce a city-wide understanding and scalable,
precinct-focused interventions.

Key Insights were 1) Historicity and Morphology:
Diverse morphologies and shifting mobility needs,
2) Ecology and River Context: Musi River as an
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ecological asset and flood-management constraint, 3) Mobility and Access: Multimodal networks
exist, but pedestrian permeability and last-mile connectivity need improvement.4) Heritage and
Growth: Balancing conservation with tourism and contemporary use is essential, 5) Governance:
Effective interdepartmental coordination, funding strategies, and community engagement are
crucial.

The interventions were divided into the following categories: 1) Musi River Development: Focus:
Ecological corridor, flood resilience, recreation; interventions: Riverfront restoration, continuous
greenways, safe public access. 2) Metro Station Precinct:

Focus: Transit-oriented development, equity; interventions: Station-area guidelines, inclusive
design, displacement safeguards. Outcomes and Implications of the studio were done at a city-scale
synthesis that ties historic layers, ecology, and mobility to design opportunities and governance

gaps.

Studio 3rd Semester (July to December 2024)
Reimagining Kartvya Path, New Delhi
The Third semester Urban Design
studio at Kartavya Path, New Delhi,
studied urban transformations due to
significant structural changes,
including land use, mobility, urban
density, and landscape dynamics. The
studio also investigated image
transformations of colonial, hybrid,
and historical character. The outcome
was a zonal development plan
addressing urban design issues and
proposing a resilient, equitable,
transformative, climate-adaptive
urban form, considering accessibility
to public spaces, green open spaces, and pedestrian mobility choices.

Integrated Studio in Indore, July-December 2024

The first-semester MEP, MTRLM and MURP students went on an 11-day integrated field study (31
August-10 September 2024) in Indore, Madhya Pradesh. The study focused on understanding
settlement dynamics, governance, and urban-rural linkages through ward-level surveys (4 wards)
and village studies (2 villages).

The objective of the course was to inculcate the understanding of general concepts associated with
physical planning, analysis and representation of data towards the preparation of a spatial plan.
Outcome of the studio included a Land Use Plan (Scale 1:5000 or 1:1000), Proposals for circulation
system, physical infrastructure, community facilities, integrating and developing urban villages,
informal sector, universal accessibility, environmental improvement, institutional set-up for
implementation of the plan, Strategy for new development, redevelopment and improvement,
rehabilitation/regularization of unauthorized colonies, maintenance of services and (4) Zoning and
Development Control Regulations

Studio 2nd Semester (January to May 2025)

Climate-Resilient Spatial Development Plan (CRSDP) in Rewa District

Students of the second-semester MEP conducted a 10-day field study (5-14 February 2025) in the
Rewa district, M.P., focusing on CRSDP in collaboration with UNICEF. The academic exercise was
framed around the idea of preparing a long-term CRSDP for Rewa District, looking ahead to the year
2050. The focus was on understanding the environmental challenges faced by the district and
exploring ways to address them through region-specific and sustainable planning approaches. This
included examining issues such as water stress, land degradation, air pollution, and the risks of
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flooding. Both urban (Rewa City) and rural areas (Nowbasta, Damodargarh, Ovari, Raipur-
Karchuliyan, Rojhauhi) were selected for detailed study. The aim was to explore potential areas for
Blue-Green Infrastructure interventions. These included areas suitable for green buffers, wetland
rejuvenation, agroforestry, step ponds, and check dams. The proposals were based on both data
analysis and site-specific observations, rooted in the local context.

Studio 3rd Semester (July to December 2024)

Climate Resilience Planning in Ujjain

The students of third semester MEP conducted a 9-day field study (27 August- 4 September 2024)
in Ujjain, M.P., focusing on heat stress mitigation and climate-resilient spatial planning. Supported
by UNICEF and the Govt of M.P. The studio exercise examined the linkages between urban
planning, public health risks, and managing the floating population during extreme weather events.
The study highlighted the significance of spatial planning in mitigating the UHI effect by promoting
the development of green infrastructure and improving urban microclimates. It addressed the
degradation of ground and surface water quality by implementing sustainable drainage systems and
efficient solid waste management practices, offering actionable steps for sustainable urban
development. The study proposed actionable recommendations for policymakers, urban planners,
and other key stakeholders to guide the transformation of Ujjain into a more sustainable, resilient,
and health-conscious city.

Students were tasked with
preparing an integrated passenger and freight
management plan, with the study focusing on
the urban context of Kozhikode, Kerala. The
project began with a literature review of
relevant transport policies and plans. This was followed by extensive data collection, synthesis, and
analysis of travel behaviour. A core component involved using transport planning software to conduct
four-stage modelling, from which suitable future mobility scenarios were developed. The studio
culminated in the preparation of a detailed proposal for improved mobility, including
recommendations for public transport, network efficiency, and parking management.

Studio 3rd Semester (July to December 2024)
Mobility Projectization (Delhi).

This lab centred on Mobility Projectization,
teaching the process of translating research
into actionable projects. Students were tasked
with addressing the multifaceted mobility
challenges found within Delhi. The process
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required students to first identify and assess a critical issue within the passenger or freight sector.
Following targeted data collection and synthesis, the core task was to design a specific project
intervention. This involved developing a comprehensive framework for the project, detailing its social,
institutional, financial, and environmental aspects. The studio culminated in a complete project
document, outlining its formulation process, execution strategy, and evaluation metrics.

Studio 2nd Semester (January to May 2025)

Area Appreciation in Bhopal Region

The aim of this area appreciation study was to undertake a comprehensive spatial, socio- economic,
and infrastructural analysis of four distinct urban and rural typologies—Bhauri-Bangla (Rural), ICMR-
NIREH (Institutional), Bairagarh (Commercial), and Vijayanagar (Residential)—located in and around
Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh. The study captured the relation between the built environment,
infrastructure, and socio-economic factors of the four sites in a creative and easily understandable
way. The exercise also includes analysis of the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats of
the area of study based on various parameters of data collected during site visits during the timeline
of 3rd-7th February 2025. A group of 20 students were mentored by the faculty members: Dr. Kakoli
Saha, Dr. Natraj Kranthi, and Dr. Arti Jaiswal.

Studio 3rd Semester (July to December 2024)

Neighbourhood Planning in Bhopal

The Planning Lab-Ill aims to impart knowledge and skills required for Neighborhood and Site
Planning. As a part of this, the 24 students visited 4 neighborhoods in Bhopal from 2nd September
2024 to 4th September 2024. The four Neighborhoods are ltwara, Indrapuri, Arera Colony & Akriti
Eco-City. The students were mentored by three faculty members: Ar. Aparna Soni, Dr. Natraj Kranthi,
and Dr. Arti Jaiswal. Students conducted the Primary survey and secondary data collection,
Stakeholder interviews / focused group discussions.

Studio 4th semester (January to May 2025)

Planning for NMT and Pedestrians in the Pilgrimage City of Ujjain

The Transportation Planning Studio titled "Planning for Pedestrians and NMT in a Pilgrim City: Case
of Ujjain" focused on enhancing urban mobility in Ujjain, a major pilgrimage site in Madhya Pradesh
that attracted over 18 million annual visitors. The city faces challenges related to urbanization,
heritage preservation, and the necessity for inclusive urban policies that support both infrastructure
development and cultural identity. The goals of the study included analyzing non-motorized traffic
characteristics, assessing pedestrian mobility, and proposing solutions for improved traffic flow and
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a better pilgrim experience. The outcomes aimed to create a "pilgrim city complete street design
manual" for stakeholders, facilitating better pedestrian infrastructure and enhancing the overall
quality of life in Ujjain. The trip duration was from 14 February to 22 February 2025. A total of 25
students of B. Plan (IV Semester), were mentored by the two faculty members, Dr. Sheuli Mitra, Dr.
Adithya Bandari, and Teaching Assistant, Doctoral Scholar Ar. Sandeep Singh, Survey Lab
assistant, and Shri Satish Parmar accompanied the students during the site visit along with mentors.
The studio feeds into a research project under CUPCB of AMRUT 2.0.

Studio 5th Semester (July to December 2024)

Local Area Planning in Coimbatore, Tamil Nadu

As part of the 5th Semester Bachelor of Planning (B. Plan), a group of 22 students from Department
of Urban and Regional Planning had undertaken a Local Area Plan (LAP) studio focused on
Coimbatore, Tamil Nadu. The site visit was from August 31st to September 7, 2024. The objective
of the studio was to study the challenges and opportunities of planning for climate resilience in rapidly
urbanizing Indian cities. The studio was based on two major urban environmental issues: Urban Heat
Island (UHI) Effect & Urban Flooding / Water Sensitive Urban Planning. This academic studio was
conducted under the mentorship of Dr. Paulose N. Kuriakose and Dr. Binayak Choudhury.

The studio exercise involved a total of 22 students from the Bachelor of
Planning Sixth Semester, mentored by three faculty members, Dr. Binayak Choudhury, Professor,
Aparna Soni, Associate Professor and Vibhore Bakshi, Assistant Professor.

Studio 7th Semester (July to December 2024)

DPR Preparation for Projects in Faridabad

The Projectization Studio for the VIl Semester Bachelor of Planning students was coordinated by Dr.
Premjeet Dasgupta, Dr. Sheuli Mitra, and Dr. Adithya Bandari. A total of 37 students participated in
this intensive studio, which focused on developing planning and design proposals in the context of
Faridabad city.

The studio was structured around four key projects addressing emerging urban challenges and
opportunities. These included: Multimodal Transit Hub: exploring integrated transport connectivity to
enhance mobility, Electric Bus Services: promoting sustainable and energy-efficient public transport,
MICE Centre (Meetings, Incentives, Conventions, and Exhibition): envisioning infrastructure to
strengthen the urban economy and tourism potential, Multimodal Logistic Hub: facilitating efficient
goods movement and strengthening regional trade linkages. Through these projects, students
engaged with real-world urban complexities, applying planning knowledge to develop innovative and
practical solutions for sustainable urban growth.

A. Balance Sheet

1. Sources of funds ¥302.51 crore

1.1 Current Liabilities & Provisions (Schedule-3)-% 58.65 crore

As per the Actuary’s Report, the accumulated provision for gratuity as on 31.03.2025
should be Z 9,11,11,696/-. However, under Schedule-3 — Current Liabilities & Provisions,
the accumulated provision for gratuity has been reflected at ¥ 8,95,38,039. This has
resulted in an understatement of Liability and a corresponding overstatement of
Expenditure to the extent of ¥ 15,73,657/-.

Further, as per the Actuary’s Repoft, the accumulated provision for leave encashment as on
31.03.2025 amounts to ¥ 10,92,74,464, whereas the provisionjrgcognized under— Current
Liabilities & Provisions is ¥ 11,01,75,255. This has led to ax,'; dverstatement of liabilities
~ and a corresponding understatement of E)&penditure to the extent of Z 9,00,791/-.

Furthermore, as per Financial Statements- Schedule-24 ‘—~_' Point no. 19-Contingent
Liabilities and Notes io Accounts, the total staff strenglth as on 31.03.2025 is 131
(Academic — 70 and Non-Academic — 61). However, in the Actuary’s report, the Actuary
has cartied out the valuation of provision foy gratuity and lé@ve encashment based on 118
employees only. Hence, the calculation of provision for 13 employees has not been
accounted for. This has resulted in understatement of liabilities and corresponding
understatement of expenditure in the financial statements. |

B, ‘General

1. No e-invoices have been raised by the School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal, in
respect of Sponsored ‘Projects. This is not in compliance with the requirement of e-
invoicing, which is mandatory for taxpayers whose aggregate turnover exceeds ¥5 crore
in any preceding financial year, as per Notification No. 10/2023-Ceniral Tax dated
10.05.2023, The Invoices rose with respect to sponsored‘ projects, does not contain invoice
number and lacks G.S.T. Component l?ifurcation. Further no acéounting has been done in
the books of accounts at the time of issug of invoice for any invoice raised; the invoices are
recorded in the books of accounts at the time of receipt of payment. Furthermore, as
disclosed in Schedule-23 ~ Significant Accounting Pelicies — Para 2: Accounting
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Convention, the financial statements are prepared unless otherwise stated and generally on

the accrual basis of accounting.

School of Planning and architecture, Bhopal has not accounted for the Input Tax Credit
(ITC) pertaining to Goods and Services Tax (GST) for any transaction. This omission has
resulted in an overstatement of expenses and a corresponding understatement of both the
GST ITC receivable (Sch-8-Loans, Advances and Deposits) and corpus fund. A sample

list of such impacted transactions is provided in annexure (attached with SAR)

It has been observed that an amount of ¥ 1,47,004 is appearing as Debit Balances in
Sponsored Projects under Schedule-8: Loans, Advances and Deposits — Other Current
Assels Receivable from UGC/Sponsored Projects from past years. As the balance has been
outstanding for consecutive years without recovery, there exists uncertainty regarding its
realization, a provision for‘such receivable should be considered, Non-recognition of such
provision has resulted in violation of Accounting Standard-29-“Provisions, Contingent

Liabilities and Contingent Assets”.

In the Books of Accounts, Under Schedule-16, “Academic Expenses”, specifically in
respect of the item — Student Activities Exp. (College) (Fee A/c) -an amount of Z 2,30,000
is due towards delegation fee for Inter SPA Event on 18-March-2025, however it has been
observed that no T.D.S has been deducted u/s 194C on such paymeﬁt. This has resulted in
an overstatement of Expenditure and an understatement of Liability. This non-compliance
represents a breach of regulatory requirements and could resu.lt in financial consequences,

including imposition of interest u/s 201(1A) and penalty u/s 271(c).

The unutilized grants amounts to ¥ 11,90,06,998.76 (Undet Schedule-3 “Current
Liabilities & Provisions” under group-6-“Other Current Liabilities”, specifically item d))
however under schedule 3(c), unutilized grant carried forward amounts to
4 12,59,75,530.85.Thhs difference of 69,11,532.09 needs reconciliation.

year 2024-25, T.D.8 Receivable stands at € 57,90,376.96, No reconciliation has been
provided for the difference between the T..S receivable as per 26AS and as per books of
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accounts. Further, T.D.S Receivable belonging to earlier years should be written off in
income and expenditure account. This needs reconciliation,

Similarly, as on 31.03.2025 T.C.S Receivable as per books of accounts amounts to
X 13,006/-, however as per 26AS T.C.S Receivable amounts to ¥ 8049/-, and no
reconciliation in respect of same has been provided. Further, T.C.S Receivable belonging
to earlier years should be written off in income and expenditure account. This needs
reconciliation.

7. NPS account were not maintained separately as required prescribed format.
C. Assessment of Internal Controls

(i) Adequacy of Internal Control System: The internal control system was found to be
inadequate due to the response of the Management towards compliance audit
vobjections was not effective as there were 12 paras still pending related to the period
from 2013-15 to 12/2020 to 11/2024,

(ii) Adequacy of Internal Audit System: Internal Audit of the School of Planning and
Architecture, Bhopal was conducted by the Internal Audit Wing of the SPA. However.
No Internal Audit Report has been furnished. |

(iii) System of Physical verification of fixed assets: Physical verification of fixed assets
for the financial year 2024-25 is currently in progress. Last Physical Verification of
Inventories was conducted in November 2024 for the financial year 2023-24 ,

(iv) System of Physical verification of inventory: P’hysicél verification of inventories has
been conducted for the year 2024-25. \

(v) Regularity in payment of statutory dues: Iﬁstances have been observed where
Statutory Dues have not been discharged timely.

D. Management Letter
Deficiencies which have not been included in the Separate Audit Report have been
brought to the notice of the Director, School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal
through a Management Letter issued separately for fémedial/ corrective action.

E. Grants-in-aid
During the year 2024-25, the School of Planning and Architecture, Bhopal received
grants-in-aid (GIA) of ¥37.0917 crore from the Ministry of Education. It had an opening
balance of ¥14.7553 crore (including ¥0,7030 cr. interest on grants-in-aid) as on 1st April
2024. Further, during the year 2024-25 SPA earned interest of ¥ 0,7992 crore on GIA.
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Out of the total available funds of %51.8470 crore, ¥39.2376 crore was utilized and
¥0.7030 crore interest on grants-in-aid has been refunded to the Ministry. Thus, total
unutilised grants-in-aid of ¥ 12,7055 crore (including 0.7992 crore interest on grants-in-
aid) remained as on 31 March 2025.
